T U B admirers of Lord Cardigan are st i l l a very numerous class. 
A very handsome silver-gilt sword, richly chasea, of the value of 
abont 250 guineas, has been purchased by public subscription in 
Yorkshire, as a testimonial of admiration to Lord Cardigan for the 
gallantry with which he led on the cavalry In the celebrated charge 
at Balaklava, in October, 1854; and a meeting of the subscribers 
was held at the Leeds' Court-house on Saturday, at noon, to deter­
mine as to the best mode of presenting the testimonial. S ir G . 
Goodman, M . P . , was called to the chair, and there was a numerous 
and influential body of the subscribers present. In the course of 
the proceedings i t was explained that no subscriber was allowed to 
give more than a guinea, and that among the subscribers (all York -
shiremen) there were 4 dukes, 22 peers of England, 18 members of 
parliament, and 8 baronets. A strong wish was expressed that the 
sword should be presented to the noble earl publicly, In Yorkshire; 
but it was resolved to consult his lordship as to his convenience, and 
a sub-committee was appointed to finally settle the place and time 
for the presentation. 

M R . P E T E R B E H S O X M A X W E L L , of the English common law bar, 
has been appointed to the vacant reoordershlp of Penang. The 
salary is, we believe, £2,000 a year, with a chance of ultimate pro­
motion to the bench of the Superior Courts i n India, M r . Maxwel l 
was called to the bar in 1841, and was a member of the Home 
Ci r cu i t He was also one of the commissioners selected by the Duke 
of Newcastle i n the autumn of 1851 to inquire into the state of the 
hospitals at Scutari. 

G A V A Z Z I thus describes himself:—Some may object that I was at 
Rome in 1848-9, co-operating with the then existing government, 
and that I must consequently be a republican. I then was—but 
how ? I never blush at acting according to the dictates of my con­
science. The week before the proclamation o f the Roman republic 
1 preached against that form of government at Ravenna and Perugia, 
because I considered it unseasonable; and again, even in Rome, on 
the very eve of the meeting of the Roman assembly. But when 
once the republic was proclaimed, I obeyed, as i t beseems every 
honest c it izen; yet 1 abstained from any pnblic action, and from 
Febrnary to A p r i l never addressed tha people, although on many 
occasions 1 was solicited so to do. Towards the end of A p r i l , 1849, 
only began my pnblic life in Rome, when, by the perjury of the 
French nation and the Jesuitical perfidy of General Oudinot, the 
French army marched against Rome. In those awful moments the 
question was no longer about triumvirs, assemblies, or republics, but 
solely about Italian liberty menaced by a fratricide horde, and the 
Italian soil contaminated by a band of barbarians. A t this sudden 
appearance of the Galilean cock, bearing on its winus the keys of St. 
Peter, I felt myself once more an Italian, and acted accordingly. I 
created the military hospitals, attended the wounded, frequented the 
trenches, was present at the discomfiture of K i n g Bomba, and remained 
at my post, the death-bed of our brave defenders, eighteen days 
after the entrance of the French. I then took my departure into 
exile to avoid the fate of my lamented friend Ugo Ba-ssi, shot by 
the government of Pins I X . for having proved himself an Italian. 
I, therefore, accomplished my duty as an Italian, and nothing more; 
and I served that form of government that I found in operation in 
order to combat the enemies of my native country. But I did not 
exile myself under any oath that bound me to be a republican against 
the interest of my Italy ; and it behoves me to state that, during my 
seven years' exile, I have never seen Mazzlni , nor have I corresponded 
with him. I respect Mazz ln i as an upright and honest man, but am 
the last to approve him as a political leader. Italy no longer needs 
any secret societies, which now a days would certainly cause her 
ruin. The sentiment of nationality having entered the breast of Use 
people, that people wi l l create Italy without secret machinations 
when the moment shall have arrived—and that moment wi l l arrive 
without having been Influenced by the emigrants, who always destroy 
abroad whatever may conduce to the uberation of their native 
country. I am, therefore, not a white, nor a blank, nor a red re­
publican, but simply an Italian constitutionalist, whose principles 
and aim are independenc and unity for Italy. 

T H E Louisville Courier learns from private New Orleans despatches 
that Dion Bourclcault Is dead. He was manager of the Gaiety 
Theatre, in that city, and was eminent as a dramatic author and as 
an actor. M r . Bourclcault was the author of " London Assurance," 
and many other popular plays. H e lectured for a time upon the 
English drama, and then went upon the stage. H i s wife was for­
merly Miss Agnes Robertson, an actress of popularity. M r . Bourci-
cault acted for a short time at the Princeas'ii Theatre, London. He 
is said to be the son of a learned taoanl, who occasioned some scandal 
byj his elopement with the handsome wife of a military man well 
known in Brighton and its neighbourhood. 

M R . G . H . M O O R E , M . P . , having been asked by M r . Pollard 
Urquhart, M . P . , to explain a phrase used by him, in which he 
stated that M r . P . Urquhart had been " bought but not paid for" by 
the Government, has written a letter, in which he says, " 1 conceive 
it to have meant that yeu were 1 bought' in the sense in ' which the 
Attorney and Solicitor-General for Ireland were bought, and paid 
for, as tnose gentleman have bees paid for."

finest views i n the kingdom. A t Prior Park Fielding 
wrote " T o m Jones," M r . Al len being the Squire Al lworthy 
of the story, and those acquainted with the neighbour­
hood imagine that they can detect many of the scenes of the adven­
tures narrated in that charming work. Bishop Warbnrton and the 
poet Pope were constant visitors at Prior Park In Allen's days—in­
deed a bowery lane near the mansion to known as Pope's Walk at 
the present time. Prior Park was purchased by the Roman Catho­
lics upwards of twenty years ago, audit became the residence of the 
genial, we might also say jovial, yet astute Bishop Balnes, who 
attempted to Romanise the people Of Bath by the * spoonful of 
honey," which a great authority tells us, " w i l l catch more flies 
than a ton of vinegar.'' The citizens, moreover, partook of his 
elegant hospitalities; even the most evangelical did net stay away, 
though the bishop occasionally received the guests sitting on his 
throne, and wearing his mitre. The bishop, in truth, was rather the 
fashion; nevertheless he made no converts, except amongst persons, 
such as singers, whose interests might seem to be at one with con­
version. Not only was Prior Park an episcopal residence, bnt i t 
became a college for the education of the sons of the Roman Catholic 
aristocracy, and large and handsome buildings Were added to the 
original structure. Prior Park College Was continually in difficulties, 
and the burden of the debt upon the concern, upwards of £80,000 
we believe, has been shifted from the shoulders of one zealous Roman 
Catholic to another, bnt though the day of reckoning has been 
deferred, It has not been avoided. The catastrophe has come at last. 
We hear that last week a levy was made on the premises by the 
sheriff for a year and a half's interest on the mortgage debt; a l l the 
students, in consequence, have been sent to their homes, and the 
(arm and other servants have been discharged. 

T H E B E A C O N K I K E O N M A L V E R N H I L L * . — T h i s fire was lighted 
last week i n conformity with previous announcement, bnt as an 
experiment was not so successful as had been hoped for. The 
materials of the fire consisted of the following combustibles :—450 
faggots, 5 cords of wood, 12 tar barrels, 2 barrels of tar, 2 tons of 
coals, 3 or 4 loads of hoppolee, 7 loads of furse or gone, 1 barrel of 
naphtha, and 12 poplar trees. These were with great difficulty con­
veyed to the summit of the "Worcestershire Beacon," the highest point 
of the Malvern ridge (1,444 feet above the sea level), and artistically 
built up into a pile about 30 feet in height, the poplar trees being sunk 
in the ground outside, and bound together with iron hooping. Shortly 
before 6 o'clock In the evening the committee and a large body of 
people met at the foot of the hi l l , and, having formed into procession, 
walked up the h i l l , with lighted torches, forming a curious spectacle 
until , reaching near the top, the lights were blown out by the wind. 
A t the time the fire was lighted i t is calculated that 1,500 people 
were assembled on the top of the bill , which was partially covered 
with snow, and the cold Intense. Bine and red lights were first 
burnt, followed by a discharge of 50 rockets, calculated to ascend 
1,000 yards. The fire was lighted precisely at 7 o'clock (Greenwich 
time). It did not, however, give out so large a name as had been 
anticipated, and the high wind which blew on the top of the h i l l 
(though it was calm in the valleys) prevented it ascending high into 
the sir. B y 9 o'clock the fire began to subside, but i t was st i l l 
burning at midnight. From accounts received from various points of 
observation it appears the fire was seen at many distant elevated 
spots, while at others nearer it was not observed, or only very indis­
tinctly. A t Worcester (eight miles distant) the rockets were observed, 
bqt only a slight glimmering of the fire was noticed. Thousands o 
paaple had congregated on the elevated spots around that city. A t 
IJ urdon-hill, In Leicestershire, the fire was distinctly seen with the 
naked eye; and along the Cotswold range of bills through the eastern 
edge of Worcestershire, and through the centre of Gloucestershire, 1% 
appears to have been visible. A t Dudley a light,, supposed to be the 
Malvern light, was seen. On Bredon-hill, near Tewkesbury, It was 
observed, and an answering beacon-fire lighted, as also was the case on 
the following hills and outliers of the Cotswold range:— Clewe-
bill near Cheltenham; Blrdl ip-hi l l , between Gloucester and 
Cirencester; Robins-wood-hi 11, near Gloucester; Churchdown, noar 
Gloucester; and Horse pool-hill, near Stroud. The rockets wera* 
observed at Tewkesbury, but, a fog rising, the bonfire was not visible, 
A party assembled on the ft< look ou t " at Athelstane-hill. near 
Hereford, but returned to Hereford without gaining a sight of the fire 
and anathematising the committee. Lookouts near Ross, Hereford­
shire, the Wrekle, Salop, and Taunton, Somerset, failed in detecting 
the light. 

M I D N I G H T I N T R U S I O N upos A N U N N E R Y . — T h e Leeds Court 
House was crowded on Monday morning by parties anxious to hear 
the evidence in a charge of robbing a Nunnery, in the York-road, 
preferred against three young men of respectable appearance and 
connections, whose names were John Jennings, Henry Bailey, and 
Samuel A l l en . The charge was instituted by Sister Mary St. 
Joseph of the Nunnery. Evidence having been given for the prose­
cution, proving the entrance into the nunnery by the defendants, and 
their arrest by the police, the prisoner Jennings made the following 
statement; On Saturday night, I and my two friends went down to 
the Queen, on the Roundhay-road, to play at bagatelle, and had 
something to drink. About twelve o'clock at night we left, and I 
must say we were nearly drunk. We went straight from there down 
Into Klrkgate, and thought we would have a lark and nothing 
further, and we then agreed to go to the nunnery. We got over the 
wall, and one of my frleuds found a window open, and we got in . 
W e commenced kicking up a row In the place. W e did not 
know what we ware doing, and threw several things not only 
about the place bat also out of the window. W e heard an 
alarm, and got out of the place. We mad* little or no effort 
to get away. We were, however, seized and brought up. Thar* was 
a fourth person w ith us, who is not in custody. M r . J . M . Barret, 
for the defence, said that the prisoners deeply regretted the offence of 
which they had been guilty. He did not attempt to dispute any of the 
facts that had been elicited in evidence, bnt simply to suggest that 
it was not a felony, but merely a drunken frolic He described the 
prisoners as being most respectable men; und contended that their 
position in society was such as to entirely exonerate them from any 
felonious intent The magistrate, J . Richardson, Esq., addressing 
the prisoners, said that they had placed themselves lu a very dan­
gerous position by their conduct; and were it net for the particular 
evidence of the police officers as to the state the prisoners were in 
when discovered, there would have been no alternative for the bench 
but committing each of the prisoners for felony. H e bad, however, 
determined to punish them in some other way, and would now ask 
them i f they were wil l ing to pay £5 each for the benefit of the i n ­
firmary. If tlicy did that, the case would be dismissed. The money 
was immediately paid by the parents of the young men, and the 
prisoners discharged. 

A N E X T R A O R D I N A R Y C A L V , — A bull calf of the extraordinary 
weight of seven score has lately been calved In Duckinlield.

T U B M I D L A N D I S S T I T C T E . — T h e annual meeting of this Institution 
has just been held in the theatre of the Philosophical Institution, 
Birmingham.
