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H A T T I N G I S T H E H O U S E O F C O M M O N S . — A t the early sitting on 
Friday, a rat trotted with perfect nonchalance across the floor of the 
House of Commons from the Opposition to the Minister ia l side, ap­
parently unnoticed even b y the v ig i lant eye of the Sergeant-at-
Arms. The super-sagacity attributed to the race might suggest some 
reflections. W a s this feat intended by w a y of encouragement to 
new members, to show that ratt ing might be accomplished with ease 
and imponity ? O r was i t merely an assertion of the righto of the 
n u genus to loot at a speaker, as a cat may look at a k i n g ? 

T B B B R I T I S H M U S E U M is , we {Literary Gazette) understand,soon 
to be enriched by a new collection of antiquities. These, the fruit 
of the researches instituted at Budrun, the ancient Halicarnassus, 
b y C. Newton, E s q . , her Majesty's consul at Mitylene, have already 
left M a l t a in the steamer Gorgon, and are expected to arrive in this 
country In the conns of a few days. They a l l belong to the 
renowned Sepulchre of K i n g Mauso lus ; many slabs of which, found 
worked into the walls of the modern town of Budrun, have already 
been forsome years i n the national collection. The new acquisitions are 
said to be both numerous and valuable, and particular mention is 
made of a colossal statue of a horse, weighing nearly seven tons. 

M E E T I N G O P L O N D O N C O A L - W I I I P P E B S . — A crowded meeting of 
the coal-wbippers of the port of London was held i n the school 
rooms, Johnson-street, Back-road, St . George's-in-tha-East, i n con­
sequence of the assertions made i n evidence before the select com­
mittee of the Blouse of Lords, now s i t t ing on an inquiry into the 
state of the coal-whippers i n London. M r . Thomas F l i n n was 
called to the chair. H e referred to the late order, that no man 
should' be employed from publicans, and stated that not more than 
one-half were engaged from the Coal-whippers' Office. H e had' a 
document put into his band, showing that m a case where a large 
number of men were employed the average earnings were l i s . 5d. a 
week. Several speakers addressed the meeting, and a resolution was 
adopted pledging the meeting to exert itself to remedy the condition 
of the body. 

Tint N E W H O U S E S O F P A R L I A M E N T . — T h e time is now come 
when judgments can be fa ir ly formed by the unprofessional eye—to 
which architectural " elevations " and " projections " are hopeless 
mysteries—upon the total and final effect of the new Honsea of P a r l i a ­
ment from certain points of v i e w ; and i t may be well to point out 
to a public proverbially Indifferent to the excellence of what is their 
own the fact that their metropolis now affords an a r c h i t e c t u r a l 
coup <Tail such as, for magnificence, it is no exaggeration to say the 
world cannot match. The three principal towers, respectively of the 
enormous heights of 340, 820, and 300 feet, as seen, for example, 
from Westminster-bridge, constitute i n combination w i t h the 
various minor elevations of the louvres, or smoke-shafts, and 
the raised roofs of the extremities of the edifice, a spectacle 
which we imagine that few persons' can have looked upon 
for the first time without a powerful emotion of wonder and 
de l ight From this point of view the vastness of the masses, the eye-
excit ing altitude to which they soar, and the strong but harmonised 
contrasts i n which thsy stand to each other, are elements of effect 
that are scarcely at a l l diminished by the frippery of the ornamenta­
t ion, which is, i n fact, entirely overwhelmed by these noble and 
forcible features. L t us candidly confess that this one view is of a 
magnificence not whol ly disproportionate to the prodigious coat of 
money at which we have purchased i t ; and let us not refuse to 
enjoy the sight of i t for reasons which, i f allowed to influence us in 
other esses, wo eld deprive us of the power of deriving pleasure from 
some of the greatest efforts of ancient architectural art. 

T o o M A N Y B B I X F S . — I n the Court of Common Pleas, the plaintiff 
in a case having been examined by M r . Denman, who appeared for 
him, M r . B o v i l l , who had just come into court, proceeded to cross-
examine h i m , and asked, " W h a t are y o u ? " — M r . Justice Cress w e l l : 
M r . B o v i l l , i f you bad been here before you would have heard what 
he w a s . — M r . B o v i l l : I t is really very difficult to know what to do. 
Here are s i x courts s itt ing, and i t is impossible to be i n a l l of them. 
—Mr. Justice Cress w e l l : There is neither hardship nor difficulty i n 
the matter. The course to be pursued is very simple. I have observed 
a very unsatisfactory state of things since I have sat here, and I 
regret i t — M r . B o v i l l : I really do not know what is to be done; i t 
is unavoidable.—Mr. Justice Cress well : W h e n I was at the bar, I 
never took a brief which I could hot attend t o . — M r . B o v i l l : Neither 
do I, m y lord — M r . Justice Cresswell i W e l l , the course before coun­
sel is very simple. W e won't dUcuss the matter. Go on.—It appears 
that for some days past many cases have been conducted throughout 
by juniors i n the absence of their leaders, and many briefs have 

assed into hands for which they ware not originally intended, the 
sea remaining, of course, w i t h the original holders of the briefs. 

Th i s state -of things is not advantageous to the client, for obvious 
reasons. The remedy, as M r . Justice Cresswell says, is simple. 

W E S T L O U D O N U N I O N . — A t a meeting of the board of guardians 
of this uuion, on the motion of M r . Joshua W . Butterworth, a further

sider the same, experience hav ing Shown that the ordinary standing 
com mitt* es of the corporation to whom the matters complained of 
have hitherto been referred, either from their attention being already 
fu l ly occupied by their customary business, or from want of sufficient 
agreement amongst themselves as to what course to-recommend, have 
hitherto omitted to report to the C o u r t of Common Counci l on the 
subject, as long since they were instructed to do. 

C I R C U M S T A N T I A L E V I D E N C E . — D r . Fletcher, minister of F insbury 
chapel, London, narrates the following c a s e : — " A considerable 
number of years sgo, I was sent to vis i t , on a Sabbath-day, E l i z a 
Penning, i n prison, who was sentenced to be executed on the follow-
l u g Monday, i n the front of Newgate, and who was found afterwards 
— a l a s ! though too late!—innocent of the cr ime! She was executed 
for a deed which she never committed! In company w i t h the 
Ordinary of Newgate, I conversed and prayed w i th her. She was 
dressed1 in- white, an emblem of her innocence. In the same g a r ­
ments she suffered death as a cr iminal on the following day. I had 
no opportunity of judg ing as to her innocence. The expression of 
her countenance shal l never bd erased from m y remembrance. I t 
is l i teral ly stereotyped upon m y heart From what was com­
municated to me some years after the fatal and melancholy event, 
I can now expla in the expression of her countenance. I t was 
eke drmorstratinn of injured innocence. W h e n the event of 
her execution was almost forgotten, a baker, d y i n g i n a work­
house in the v ic in i ty of London, said to the matron of the ward, or 
some other ind iv idual , to the following effect;—' M y mind is heavi ly 
burdened. I cannot die unt i l I make the fol lowing communicat ion: 
— E l i z a Fenning died innocent of the crime for which she suffered. 
I a m the murderer of her mistress. I put the poison into the morsel 
which effected her death.' O n the t r ia l , the j u r y concluded i t must 
have been the cook who had administered the poison, as they had not 
the slightest clue to suspect the baker. Yesterday, i n the vestry of 
any own chapel, one of my elders stated to me that the baker was a 
relative of the deceased. There is no doubt that he accomplished his 
murderous purpose to gratify some long cherished passion of revenge 
for an offence given h i m , real or imaginary , b y the v i c t i m of his 
toaisvolence. l l e . t r that a hundred murderers should escape than 
that oca innocent person should perish by • circumstantial evidence.' 
Enfield, Middlesex, J u l y 6, 1857." . j

crop staring tbem in the face. The deputation consisted of M r . 
W y k e b a m M a r t i n , M P . , Viscount Yevensey, M . P . , M r . Sergeant 
Kinglake , M . P . , M r . J . G . Dodson, M . P . , M r . Beresford Hope, M P . , 
M r . Whatman , M . P . , Rev. M r . Woodgate, M r . H . Selmes, D r . 
Monckton, M r . Punnett , M r . Hammand , M r . R S m i t h , and about 
fifty other gentlemen. After hearing them, and conversing some 
time, the Chancellor of the Exchequer said the application should 
have due consideration, but he could not hold out to the growers 
much hope of a postponement of the duty.

C U R I O U S M I S T A K E A T A L A T E T R I A L F O B M U R D E R . — A curious 

mistake occurred last week at Y o r k Assizes, i n connection w i th the 
trial of Ann Edmondson, indicted for the wi l fu l murder of her infant 
chi ld at Calver ley . The prisoner had engaged no counsel, but M r . 
Price, at the request of the judge, defended her. O n being called 
upon to plead, the prisoner, who was overwhelmed wi th grief, sobbed 
the word " G u i l t y . " She was indist inct ly heard and i n a confused 
state, and her plea was taken as one of " N o t G u i l t y . " Th i s was a 
most fortunate mistake for the prisoner, as, instead of being con­
demned on her own confession, she was placed on her t r i a l , and the 
j u r y returned a verdict of Not Guilty. O f course she has received 
the fu l l benefit of the error, and though a self-confessed murderess, 
has escaped the legal penalty of ber crime. 

T H E C O A L A N D S H I F - B U I L D I N G T R A D E S O F T H E W E A R . — O n 
Thursday the usual hal f -yearly returns of coals and coke shipped i n 
the river Wear and docks at Sunderland were made up, from which 
i t appears that the total number of chaldrons shipped from the 1st of 
January last to the 1st of J u l y i n s t was 427,808, being an increase 
of 59,485 chaldrons on the shipments for the corresponding s ix 
months last year. Ship-bui ld ing , the staple trade of the Wear , does 
not present so favourable an aspect as the coal trade. About 500 
carpenters are idle at present but even this is a great improvement 
on the state of affairs two months ago, when fu l ly 1,100 hands were 
discharged from the various yards along the river. The prospect of 
a large number of transports being taken up for India has caused a 
l i t t le briskness of late, and the fact of the workmen hav ing submitted 
to a reduction of their wages from 6s. to 5s. per day may also have 
helped to th in tbe ranks of the unemployed. The number of vessels 
at present on the stocks is 71 (50 of which are sold), representing an 
aggregate tonnage of 29,810. O n the 1st of J u l y last year there were 
98 vessels bui ld ing, w i th an aggregate of 42,920 tons. 

A N I N C I D E N T AT A L D B R S H O T T . — I n the course of the grand review 
last week, after the firing had continued some time, the enemy again 
advanced their cavalry , but instead of charging the Enniski l lens 
chose a weaker foe, and swept up the h i l l , on which some hundreds 
o f the pnblic were posted i n fancied security. O f course there was 
a general scamper, and every one fel l back pel l -mel l t i l l they reached 
the carriages, and could retreat no further, when they turned and 
faced the fearful array of horsemen w i t h the courage t f despair. 
None, however, showed more coolness under these t r y i n g c i r cum­
stances than the ladies, who stood s t i l l and met the charge w i th that 
passive resistance which is their strength, and to overcome which 
a l l Aldershott would be as n o u g h t Before these the cavalry , of 
course, pulled up, though not t i l l they had impressed m a n y i n d i v i ­
duals w i th the notion that they were about to be given over a prey 
and a spoil to the sabres of an infuriated soldiery. The E n n i s ­
kil lens, who should have flown to the relief of the public and 
repulsed the enemy, looked tamely on the while , but retributive 
justice soon overtook them, for the very next charge they 
attempted was thrown into disorder and rendered abortive b y a 
donkey-cart A s they came down i n l ine every one rushed out of 
their way, except an unfortunate costermonger, who, w i t h a very 
l i t t le donkey between the shafts of a very large cart, was hawking 
about a cloudy beverage, not unl ike warm soap and water, under 
the name of nectar. E v e r y one shouted to tbe man, who w i t h a 
short stick " remonstrated" w i t h the donkey freely, but a l l i n v a i n ; 
the animal would as soon have crossed the equator as gone out of 
reach of the wide-spread l ine of cavalry . Officers called and police­
men threatened, but " a l l the K i n g ' s horses and a l l the King ' s men " 
failed to move the obstinate brute out of the middle of the l i t t le 
val ley i n which he stood. So the mountain made room for M a h o m e t 
and the charge was halted. Animated b y this ignominious check, 
tbe enemy issued down the h i l l s i n force, and seemed about to retrieve 
the fortunes of the day, when the signal was g iven and the contest 
ceased, after las t ing a l l bnt three hours. 

T H E L A T E M U R D E R A T W O O D F O R D . — J o n a t h a n Geydon, who is 
suspected of hav ing murdered M r s . M a r y W h i t e , has up to the 
present time eluded the exertions of the police. A n amended descrip­
tion of the supposed murderer, bearing date, " M e t r o p o l i t a n Police, 
A division, J u l y 13," s s y s : " The following is a more correct descrip­
t ion of Jonathan Geydon, who is charged w i th the murder of M a r y 
W h i t e , at Chingford Heath , on the 20th ult . , v i z . : Fresh complexion, 
grey eyes, d u l l countenance, th in long visage, and has a twist of the 
mouth while speaking." 

M R - J O H N B B I O H T . — T h e fol lowing letter has been addressed b y 
Mr. J o h n B r i g h t to M r . Flldes, one of the members of the Manchester 
Town-counc i l : "Rochdale, J u l y 10. M y dear S i r , — I feel very much 
obliged to M r . Simpson, Mr. Ord ,and'yourself, and the other gentle­
men who met at the Clarendon Inn , for their great kindness towards 
me manifested i n the resolution of which you have sent me a copy. 
I am, as you suppose, very much better i n health than when I left 
Eng land i n November l as t : and I am sanguine that a longer period 
of leisure, and of absence from what is laborious or excit ing, w i l l 
enable me at no distant period to return to work. If I were w e l l 
enough to do i t I should l ike to have some opportunity of meeting 
m y friends i n Manchester; at present however, i t would be very 
imprudent in.me to attempt i t . I wish however, to assure you and 
them how much I appreciate the friendly feeling which i n so many 
ways is shown to me, and how anxious I shal l always be to have and 
to deserve their good opinion, altough our former political connection 
no longer exists.

T H E K I D D E R M I N S T E R E L E C T I O N R I O T S . —Cons iderab le excitement 
has been caused i n the town of Kidderminster, i n consequence of i t* 
being stated that indictments are about being preferred at the W o r ­
cester assizes, against between 30 and 40 persons for conspiring together 
and having committed certain riots, and assaulted divers persons at the 
time of the late election. I t w i l l be remembered that examinations 
upon charges of meeting to commit a riot have taken place before 
the magistrates, which resulted i n the cases against M r . Al fred T a l ­
bot and M r . Henry Chi l i ingworth , two highly respectable gentlemen 
in tbe borough, being unanimously dismissed. They, as well as others, 
have had notice of tbe intended prosecution, some for tak ing part i n 
i lie riot and attack before the hustings, and others, for breaking the 
door and windows of the Swan Hotel . M r . Walters, of B i r m i n g h a m , 
w i l l , i t is said, instruct the counsel for the prosecntior, whilst M r . 
Huddlestone and Mr. Best, the late member for the borough, and 
Mr. Byrne , are retained for the defendants. A n open-air meeting 
was to have been held to consider the conduct of the committee of 
public safety, who have undertaken to investigate the origin and 
result of the" fracas. Their labours do not tend to diminish the party 
feeling and excitement i n consequence of each man endeavouring 
" to judge his neighbour." The trials w i l l last several days. 

P R I N C E N A P O L E O N ' S V I S I T T O M A N C H E S T E R . — P r i n c e Napoleon 
arrived at the E x h i b i t i o n on Tuesday morning, accompanied by four 
gentlemen belonging to his suite. Tbe prince was accompanied round 
the Exh ib i t i on by Mr. J . C Deans, chief commissioner; M r . Heron, 
town-c lerk ; and Colonel Hami l t on , hon. secretary. The prince first 
proceeded to the modern galleries, and stayed some minutes e x a m i n ­
i n g Sir D a v i d Wilkie ' s painting of " Napoleon Bonaparte and the 
Pope." Just before leaving the spot the prince and his party made 
a low obeisance before tbe painting. Tbe party then visited the 
Hertford gallery and the water-colour galleries, from which they 
passed to the Oriental Court, i n which a considerable time was spent 
the prince appearing very much interested i n his minute examina­
tion of the contents of this court. H i s highness then visited the 
Ancient Masters and the General Museum of A r t and proceeded thence 
through the second-class refreshment room and large tent to the t r a n ­
sept, which be crossed, and entered the first-class refreshment room. 
Artec calling for a few moments at M r . Donald's kitchen, the prince 
passed, at ten o'clock, into the Botanical Gardens, where he spent 
• few minutes, and expressed himself much pleased w i th the arrange­
ments and appeu-ar.ee of the gardens. H i s highness frequently 
made known to those around h im the great gratifica'k>n be had 
received from his visit to the E x h i b i t i o n . After leaving the gardens, 
the prince proceeded to the establishment of M r . W i l iam Mnrrar, 
boras dealer, Broughton Mews. H i s imperial highness remained 
nearly an hour; daring which time he mounted one of M r . Murray ' s 
prime charge-is, and tried its action. Several of his suite also tried 
the mettle of tbe horses i n Mr. Murray ' s splendid collection. It 
was understood that tne object of the visit was that of mak ing a 
purchase.

A W O M A N S U B S I S T T N O F O B A W E E K S O L E L Y U P O N W A T E R . — 

Last week a woman, named M a r y Naseby, was discovered b y one of 
the servants of J o h n CroBsley, E s q . , i n a l i t t le dark hole connected 
w i th M r . Crossley's residence, Manor-heath, H a l i f a x . The poor 
woman presented a sad shrunken and emaciated appearance. She 
was taken into the house, placed by the fire, and was treated w i th 
every consideration and kindness. W h e n she was somewhat restored, 
she was confided to the care of one of the county constabulary, to 
whom she told the following melancholy ta le :—She said that ten 
years ago she was married i n Manchester to an itinerant vio l inist , 
and, u n t i l his death, i n February last, at H a l i f a x , she had travelled 
with h i m about tbe country singing to the strains of his v io l in . 
Since her husband's death she had been compelled to go alone singing 
at public-houses. H e r earnings were, however, so smal l that they 
were insufficient for her subsistence, and at last she crawled into the 
place-in which she was found, to end her existence. She had been 
there a week and a day, and during that time she had not tasted of 
anything but water, which she procured from a tap i n the y a r d near 
her h id ing place. She crawled to the tap at night after a l l was 
locked up, and again i n the early morning before any one was 
st irr ing. She had no friends or relatives, and thought to die, but 
could not. She was brought before a magistrate, who greatly com­
miserated her, and by his orders she was conveyed to the workhouse. 
The hole i n which she was found was i n the rear of the outbuildings, 
and its existence was unknown to most of the servants.

A W A R D B Y T H E F R E N C H G O V E R N M E N T T O A S C O T C H M A N . — 

Some ten years ago M r . J o h n K y l e , of Clydeview, Pat r i ck , near 
Glasgow, propounded as a preventive and cure for tbe grape disease, 
which about that t ime commenced i t s ravages i n France and Spain , 
the application of sulphur to the p l a n t The subject was w a r m l y 
taken np i n France, and a report has just been presented to the 
French government, mentioning that the cure of the disease, first 
propounded by M r . K y l e i n 1848, is the only one which has proved 
successful i n not only destroying, but preventing the disease, and 
the French government, i n conjunction w i t h the S. cieto Industrielle, 
have awarded 10,000 francs to M r . K y l e ; three Frenchmen, who took 
a prominent part i n testing i t , being also recipients of a portion of the 
same award. M r . K y l e , we understand, never even dreamt of such 
an honour, u n t i l his attention was drawn to the fact i n the Times 
newspaper. 

D A M A G E S F O R R A I L W A Y < . J H J U B Y . — I n the A y r Sheriff Court a 
case has just been tried, i n which M r . James Gemmel l , wood mer­
chant, A y r , prosecuted the Glasgow and South-Western R a i l w a y 
Company for solatium and damages for the loss and injuries he h a d 
sustained b y his wife hav ing been k i l l e d i n crossing their ra i lway , 
through the culpabi l i ty or negligence of the defenders. The damages 
were la id at £000. The defence was—first, that the deceased was 
committ ing a trespass at the time of the accident; secondly, that 
the damages claimed were excessive i n amount, the plainti f f hav ing 
suffered no substantial loss. Tbe case wss discussed at a variety of 
sittings before the.Sheriff Substitute, who awarded the sum of £150. 

S U S P I C I O U S C A S E . — A short time ago the wife o i a man i n the 
employment of a respectable farmer i n tbe neighbourhood of a leading 
l i t t le town i n tbe upper ward of Lanarkshire died somewhat suddenly. 
Scarcely had two weeks passed over when the breach i n the house­
hold was filled up b y tbe widower leading home a second spouse. 
The unseemly conjunction of br ida l and buria l , however, would 
seem to be tolerably wel l accounted for i n part b y the fact of the 
newly-married wife being far advanced i n pregnancy. Information 
hav ing been conveyed to the Procurator-Fiscal of the district, orders 
were immediately forwarded to have the body of the deceased wife 
raised and submitted to a suitable examination. The contents of the 
stomach have been secured, and w i l l no doubt undergo a searching 
analysis. 

F I G H T B E T W E E N T W O E A G L E S . — F r o m Noss i n Bressa we l earn 
that a battle was recently fought i n that place between two large 
golden eagles, and so terrible was the fray and the desire for con­
quest between these k i n g l y birds, that they ceased not i n their 
onslaught t i l l one of them was k i l l ed . Tbe dead carcass of the 
vanquished was exposed to the view of visitants to that quarter last 
week, and seen by our informant Th is deadly assault is supposed 
to have occurred as f o l l o w s : — A n eagie's nest was " h a r r i e d " i n the 
island of Unst, and the male and female, after some days' despond­
ency for the loss of their borne, betook themselves to flight, leaving 
the scene and neighbourhood of their despoilexa.

Oit . iNi iB R I O T A T B E L F A S T . — T b e Belfast NlAcs Letter gives the 
following account of a disgraceful a f fa i r :—The 12th of J u l y i n this 
town has not passed off quietly. Las t night (Tuesday) some d i s ­
turbances took place i n tbe noted localities of Durham-street and 
the Pound, which assumed a threatening aspect, and three constables 
have been seriously maltreated. A t about nine o'clock two opposing 
parties met i n Grosvenor-street, and began to throw stones, and 
made other hostile demonstrations. The police promptly marched to 
the scene, where tbey were welcomed with a shower of stones. The 
police then got orders to fix bayonets and charge the mob, which 
they did w i th the desired resul t ; for both parties, forgetting their 
previous hosti l ity, instantly fled i n the direction of Sandy-row, 
which has itself, " i n days gone by , " been the scene of many a party 
struggle. They made a determined halt near the ra i lway crossing, 
and tbe police were again attacked by a perfect shower of stones. 
" Charge " was given once more, and five prisoners were captured— 
two by tbe local police, and three b y the constabulary. The 
mob, which bad now become so conglomerated that no party 
could be distinguished, made an attempt at rescue, which 
was repelled by the police, and the captives taken to the 
police barrack, where they were kept handcuffed a l l night. Th i s 
crowd then dispersed, but i t re-assembled i n CulUntree-road, where 
they begm to attack some houses w i th large stones, or " pavers." 
The local police force, under Chief-constables L indsay and Green, 
interfered, and the rioters directed their attack on the constables. 
Constables J o h n B ingham, Thomas Gormley, and Thomas Cairns 
were so seriously cut and bruised by the heavy stones thrown at them 
that they had to be carried to tbe General H o s p i t a l ; and had not 
the constabulary t imely relieved the local forces from their position 
as objects o f attack the consequences would have been even more 
serious. The mayor (S. G . Getty , Esq . ) , W m . 8. Tracy , R M , and 
Dr. Al 'Gee, J . P . , were on the spot; a troop of Hussars and two 
companies of the 68 t h - Regiment were sent for to the mi l i tary bar­
racks and soon despatched. Meantime the mob dispersed on the 
Riot A c t being read, but re-assembled in the fields adjoining, proceeded 
to tbe neat and recently-built presbyterian church i n Albert-street, 
and there commenced the demolition of tbe Urge windows, The 
exertions of the police again caused them to separate. The Riot A c t 
was read several times during the night, but nothing took place after 
the arrival of the mi l i tary , who were drawn np i n front of the police 
barracks, the Hussars at intervals scouring round the d i s t r i c t A l l 
afterwards remained quie t 

T H E N E W E L E C T I O N S — I t is announced, " o n author i ty , " that 
Lord J o h n Browne, brother of the Marquis of Sligo, intends to offer 
himself as a candidate for the county of M a y o . A l t h o u g h a l iberal 
i n politics, i t is more than probable that his lordship w i l l receive the 
undivided support of the conservative interest, through whose 
agency Capta in Palmer was enabled to become the senior member 
and the colleague of M r . George H e n r y Moore. "The man for Gal-
way nee O 'F laherty , ca.-h.ered, is not yet forthcoming; bat doubt­
less Colonel French, the veteran Young Iretander, w i l l again take 
tbe field, and charm the l iterary wor ld b y the peculiar style of his 
electoral addresses.

R O B B E R Y B Y M E A N S O F C H L O B O F O R M . — O n Saturday afternoon 

a man, who gave the name of A b e l Smal ley , but refused to state his 
address, was placed before the M a y o r and magistrates at the G u i l d h a l l , 
Rochester, charged w i t h hav ing administered chloroform to a sailor 
named W i l l i a m Young , and robbed h i m of five sovereigns. The 
prosecutor, who had jus t been paid off from her Majesty 's screw 
corvette Cossack, 21, was accosted by the prisoner, who was s total 
stranger to h i m , at the Sun-pier , Chatham, and, under pretence of 
assisting h i m with his things he had brought ashore, persuaded h i m 
to enter a cab. Th i s the sailor d id , and was immediately followed 
by the prisoner, the prosecutor being perfectly sober. Direc t ly after 
entering the cab the sailor remembers that the prisoner suddenly 
threw his arm round his neck, immediately after which he became 
insensible and could recollect nothing else. After d r i v i n g for 
a short distance the cabman stopped to inquire where he should set 
his fare down, when he found the sailor quite insensible, and to a l l 
appearance dead, the prisoner hav ing one arm round his neck, and 
the other hand on his face. Prisoner then told the driver that he 
knew nothing about the sailor, and d id not know where he was 
going, but the driver insisted on bis geting out, and had the sailor 
removed into a house, where he continued insensible for several 
hours. O n recovering i t was found that tbe prisoner had taken five 
sovereigns out of a t i n case which "the sailor had i n the bosom of 
his dress. The prisoner, who denied a l l knowledge of the robbery, 
was ordered to be remanded for further examination. 

M U R D E R A N D S U I C I D E . — O n F r i d a y a hairdresser st Gloucester, 
named George M o r l e y , drowned himself and his two daughters, one 
aged fourteen and the other nine, i n the Gloucester and Berkeley ship 
canal . F r o m the evidence given at the inquest w h i c h was held on 
Saturday, b y M r . Lovegrove, coroner, i t appeared that the bodies of 
tbe father and his youngest daughter, Augusts , were found i n the 
canal , about a mile from Gloucester. T h e y were l y i n g about s i x 
feet from the bank, and i n about eight feet of water. The bodies 
were l inked together; the father had his left arm passed round his 
daughter's waist and grasped her wrist w i t h his left hand, while his 
r ight arm was curved, as though he had held his eldest daughter i n 
the same manner as the younger, but she had got from -him. Shor t ly 
afterwards the body of E l i zabeth was found i n the channel of the 
canal, i n from 15 to 20 feet of water, and about that distance from where 
the other two bodies were discovered. Accord ing to tbe testimony 
of the widow, the father, who was much attached to his children, on 
tbe previous day took out the two girls " for a w a l k , " and he had for 
some time been i n a depressed state from disease, as wel l as from 
pecuniary difficulties. The j u r y returned a verdict that " T h e de­
ceased caused the death of his two children and committed suicide 
while i n a state of temporary insani ty . " 

E X T R A O R D I N A R Y R I O T . — A t the Manchester C i t y police-court, 
J o h n Mssssy , and fifteen other men, were charged w i th a riotous 
attack and assaults at the house of Mr. H o l r o y d , a pawnbroker, in 
Lloyd-street Oldham-road. I t was stated that Maaaey, who 
married Holroyd 's wife's sister, has at different times advanced sums 
amounting to about £1,000, w i t h w h i c h H o l r o y d commenced 
business i n A p r i l , 1855. On Wednesday forenoon Massey went to 
Holroyd 's house, w i t h a solicitor and another m a n , and demanded 
that H o l r o y d should give up to h im the business and the premises ; 
this being refused, Massey called i n seven other men, who had been 
wai t ing near the house, and dur ing the disturbance which ensued 
Holroyd 's son, a young man, was beaten and hurried out of the 
house. He shortly afterwards returned w i t h seven stout allies, who 
drove out the invaders. About 6 o 'clock in the evening tbe 
premises were v io lent ly attacked from a back yard , which is com­
mon to the row of hou-es i n which H o l r o y d l ives. Massey had 
collected about fifteen men i n a neighbouring public-house, where he 
had supplied them w i t h dr ink, and this imposing force hav ing 
smashed 89 panes of glass, and broken i n two doors, entered the 
house, and drove out H o l r o y d and his wife and son. M r s . H o l r o y d 
stated that she was several times knocked down, w i t h a chi ld i n her 
arms. W h e n H o l r o y d came out by the front door he was met b y 
four men, from whom he received a blow over the eyes, and Massey 
entered the house w i t h hi3 body of assailants. A detective officer 
named Duckworth , being i n the neighbourhood, was attracted b y 
the noise, and entering the house, found the prisoners assembled i n 
the kitchen, and seeing that they were a party of rough, vagabond-
looking fellows, nearly a l l intoxicated, he quiet ly locked them a l l 
i n , but presently returned to them w i t h a body of police and took 
them a l l into custody. T h e only defence Was an unsuccessful 
attempt to show that- H o l r o y d was merely tbe servant of Massey, 
and o u g h t therefore, to have given up possession when ordered to 
do so. Seven of the men were discharged, owing to the failure of 
evidence, against them, but Massy and eight others were remanded. 

S U I C I D E I N T H E R E G E N T ' S P A R K . — M r . W a k l e y held an inquest 
on Tuesday afternoon at tbe Elephant and Castle, Camden-town, on 
a gentleman unknown, who committed self-destruction i n the 
Regent's-park on Sunday morning last. The attention of police-
constable 240 S was aroused about half-past two o 'clock i n the 
morning b y a report of fire-arms on the bank of the canal , near the 
Zoological Gardens, and he found the deceased l y i n g there w i t h his 
face and head awful ly disfigured by tbe discharge of a smal l pocket 
>Utol, which l a y b y bis side. Notwithstanding that his s k u l l had 
>een shattered and the left cheek and that side of the nose and eye 

had been blown away, he was alive, and, although perfectly un­
conscious, survived twenty minutes after the ar r i va l of D r . Good -
chi ld , of Princess-terrace. The deceased was we l l dressed, but only 
a Jersey halfpenny was found i n his pockets, besides an enamelled 
address card w i th the name " C. H . Inser t " upon i t He appeared 
about thirty-two years of age. The jury returned a verdict " That 
the deceased committed suicide, but there is no evidence as to the 
state of his mind at the time." 

F A T A L A C C I D E N T F R O M A W K W A R D D B T V T X O . — O n Wednesday 
M r . Bedford, the coroner, held an inquest at the King ' s A r m s , 
lloughton-street, Lincoln 's- inn-f ields, London, upon a ch i ld named 
Sarah Jane Langley . A police-constable deposed that on Saturday 
night, between ten and eleven, in Chiswell-street, Finsbury-square, 
he saw a man dr iv ing a chaise-cart w i t h a female in i t and the chi ld 
i n her arms. A four-wheel cab was coming i n the opposite direction. 
B o t h vehicles were on their proper side, and there was room between 
them for a wagon, but when the chaise-cart arrived nearly opposite 
the cab, the driver turned the head of the horn and went direct across 
the road to the cab. The vehicles then coming i n violent collision, 
the man, woman, and chi ld , were pitched into the road. James 
Etridge, the cabdriver, and an eye-witness of the whole transaction, 
named Isaac Garc ia , corroborated the constable's evidence as to the 
careless dr iv ing of the father. M r . C . W . Roberts, surgeon, proved 
that tbe deceased died several hours after the accident from a fracture 
of the sku l l . The j u r y returned an open v e r d i c t — " That the deceased's 
death was caused by a fracture of the sku l l , caused b y being thrown 
from a chaise-cart driven b y her father." 

S U I C I D E . — A determined act of suicide was committed on Thursday 
morning b y M r . George Jones, proprietor of the Three Tuns Tavern , 
Great New-street, Fetter-lane, Fleet-street The deceased, who was 
s single man, had in his employ two barmaids and a potman. 
Observing w i t h surprise their master's non-appearance at his accus­
tomed time, a search was made, and the unfortunate man was d is ­
covered banging over • tank, quits dead, and half his body in water 
The tank was used to supply the closets with water, and being on a 
level with the first floor some difficulty must have been experienced 
in reaching i t The deceased was much respected in the neighbour­
hood, and his unt imely end was a source of muoh regret He was 
conversing rat ional ly np t i l l nearly twelve the previous night , and 
no reasonable motive suggests itself as to the cause of the suicide. 

C O L L I S I O N I N S T . G E O R G E ' S C H A N N E L A N D L O S S O F L I F E . 

L I V E R P O O L , T U E S D A Y . — T h e Austr ian barque Grazidio , Capta in 
Bestanich, on her passage down Channel , bound to Trieste, was run 
into yesterday morning off Holyhead, by tbe ship Car ly l e , Captain 
Simpson, from Liverpool to New Y o r k , and sank in two minutes. 
She had a crew of ten men, of whom six met with a watarv grave. 
The remainder, including the captain, were caved. The Grazid io 
was a barque of 376 tons burden. 

P L E A S U R E V A N U P S E T . — A t the London Mansion-house, Joseph 
Nicholson, the servant to the proprietor of some pleasure vans, was 
brought before Alderman Cubitt, charged w i th having been drunk, 
and w i th having overturned a pleasure van, and caused dreadful 
in jury to some persons. Henderson, 472, said about fire minutes 
past twelve last n ight , while I was i n K i n g William-street, I wss 
informed that a v a n had bean just upset, and I went opposite 
Arthur-street-west, and saw two nones belonging to a van lying 
down. Several persons were lying on tbe pavement, some of 
them having fractured bones—Mary Ann Bouchell, Robert Hardy, 
and Benjamin Bouchell, were injured, and I took them to S t 
Thomas's Hospital. This morning I was at the hospital, and 
I received the certificate produced. During tbe time I wss at 
the hospital, the prisoner came in, and he said that he was the 
driver of the.van, and that he came to have his arm looked to. 
He was then under the influence of drink, and he said the horses 
bad fallen, and be could not keep them up. I then took him into 
custody. Mrs. Ann Bouchell said—I am mother of Benjamin 
Bouchell. I was in the pleasure ran coming into the City at five 
minutes past twelve last night. M y son and Robert Hardy rode on 
the top of the van, with several others. I observed it was coins 
rather too fast The driver was intoxicated. When we left til* Rre 
House the proprietor drove the horses, bnt soon afterwards he went 
forward to another van, and left the van in care of the defendant 
The van was suddenly overturned, with me in i t I was bruised 
and my son's arm was broken. He is twenty years of ace. After

N O T E S O N I T H E T R I A L . 

The North British Mail says:—Some loose statements having bam 
put forth w i t h reference to the divisions of the j u r y on the late trial, 
we have the best authority for stat ing that on each of the three find­
ings the numbers were 13 to 2. Tbe minor i ty voted " G u i l t y on each 
occasion. 

The Glasgow Courier states that M r s . S m i t h is in a very critical 
condition, and is rapidly s ink ing under the ca lamity which ha* bent 
brought upon her fami ly by her unfortunate daughter. 

She left the t ra in , says the Liverpool Albion, at a small ties. 
station near Glasgow, caught a tra in for Greenock on the same has, 
crossed the C lyde i n one of the passenger steam-boats, and the tans 
night was w i t h her mother, at Row, where the poor.lady has been is 
a d y i n g condition for the last month. So t h a t through a l l the first 
evening and night of her release, at l eas t she hiss shown no symptom 
of the anticipated reaction. H e r father refuses to see her, and en 
this she has left for a foreign land. The defence has cost somewheni 
about £4,000. A greater sum than that was subscribed for the par. 
pose b y a few of the leading Glasgow merchant*. One old bachelor, 
a relative and namesake of the junior member for the c ity , put dewa 
a thousand pounds as his own (bare. The Messrs. Holdsworth, t» 
which firm W i l l i a m Minnoch belongs, were, i t is (aid, w i l l ing to gin 
the same measure of assistance; so were the wealthy family of the 
Bairds, and a rich uncle of the prisoner, from whom she has "ex­
pectations." The Dean of Facul ty ' s fee was £260, and a " refresher " 
of £70 every morning o f the t r i a l M r . Young , who was ainwiitnj 
w i t h the Dean i n the defence, received £400 altogether. 

The most touching scene dur ing the whole trial was that presented 
when M i a * M a r y Buchanan was led into the witness-box. This 
young lady, daughter of D r . Buchanan , Dumbarton , had been at 
Clapham School wi th Miss S m i t h , had been her companion through 
the greater portion of her life's young day, and, as girls in inch relation 
to each other often do, they had arranged that the one first married 
was to have her companion as bridesmaid. Her heart was not 
made of stone, and so completely overwhelmed was she that for tome 
minntes unbidden tears channeled her fair face, and utterance was 
choked by sobs. H a v i n g told bar brief but painful tale, ah* wss v 
conducted to an adjoining apartment to identify, by the (S**mdn*mm1 
of the letters, M i s s Smith's handwriting. I n doing this (says the 
Commonwealtfi) she had to pat* the prisoner, and as she peaaed, lean­
ing on the arm of her father, ahe involuntar i ly paused, end cast upon 
her a p i t y i n g glance, alias S m i t h bowed, and the bridesmaid passed 
away to her reluctant task. More, perhaps, than the reading of her 
letters, more than a l l that was disclosed i n evidence against the 
prisoner, d id this touching tribute of youthful affection te l l how 
fearful was the abyss of misery into which she had sunk. 

H O W M I S S S M I T H L E F T T H E C O U R T . 

The circumstances of the ruse adopted by one of the Glasgow 
agents employed i n the case for getting off Miss S m i t h n n m n U i e d 
by the vast crowd wait ing i n Parliament-square and neighbourhood 
for her e x i t after her t r i a l were, we are told, a* follow*:—He had 
provided himself w i t h the dress worn on the previous day* of her 
t r ia l by M i s * S m i t h , and on her l iberation from the bar he asked 
the sergeant of police i n attendance whether he could find him 
a g i r l about the size of M i a * S m i t h , to personate her and go 
through the ordeal of dr iv ing i n a cab to tbe gaol down the 
High-s t ree t The sergeant immediately recollected a g i r l 
who had for several days importuned the police officer* 
to get her a sight of the prisoner, saying she would give 
anyth ing for the privilege. T h i s g i r l was got, and, being 
told that not only would she get a sight of Mi** Smi th , but 
also her dree*, and a douceur besides i f she would represent her in * 
cab i n order to disperse the mob from the square, ah* undertook the 
job, and was dressed (by Miss Smith herself) accordingly. I n the 
meantime a rumour was circulated through the crowd that Mia* 
S m i t h was to drive to the gaol to change her dress before going t 
large, and orders were given to clear a space about the court-room 
doors. T h i s being done, and the anxiety of the crowd raised to the 
utmost pitch by the perpetrators, up came the cab, and out came the 
fabricated g i r l i n nearly a faint ing state, and being with some 
l i t t le difficulty got into tbe carriage along w i th the usual police, 
off drove the vehicle at a breakneck pace, followed by the 
whole rabble of expectants, and in a trio* the Parliament-
square and a l l the thoroughfare* about i t were «omf**t*li 
cleared. Miss S m i t h then having been taken round through the 
Advocates' L i b r a r y , and put on a different are**, w i th s coloured 
ve i l , quietly walked away, accompanied by her brother and * "«vw-
young gentleman, to the front of S t Giles 's Church , where * cab 
was i n wait ing, and, entering It quiet ly , J o h n drove away to Slats-
ford, where she met the Caledonian tra in to Glasgow, and was carried 
b y i t to that c i ty . She proceeded, we believe, straight on to Bow-
aleyn, her father's residence, near Helensburgh. 0» dit lhat on the 
day of the L o r d Advocate's address, she was asked what ahe thought 
of i t She replied, " W h e n I hear the Dean of Faculty 1 will tat 
y o u . I never l ike to give an opinion t i l l I hare heard oath •idea." 
She pronounced the L o r d Chief Justice C le rk " s tedious old man' 
on the first evening o f his summing up.—North British Daik) Mad.
