Mr. Cuninghame Grabam, MP., snd ¥y John
Burps were sentenced on the 18h at the Old
Bailey to six weeks’ imprisonment for partici-
pating in the Trafslgar-square disturbances of the
preceding November ; and about this time the period
of service of the large numbers of apecial constables,
who had beenaworn in in London in view of the
excited state of public feeling, expired. A sad fatal
fire ocourred in Houndeditch on the 20th. four peranns
losing their lives.and iveothers heing sericusly injured.
Onthe 2nd the Marchandise Marks, Margarine, and Coal
Mines Regulations Acts came inte forea; the 5th xaw
Mr. R. Moss, Conservative. defeat Mr. Vanderbyl. Glad-
atonian, at a bye-election at Winchester by 515 votes.
The first Cabinet Counci! of the year was held on the
17th; on the 25th Lord Lrassev delivered an impor-
tant address on the defence of our coaling stationa; on
tha 26th Lord Chaa. Deresford explained his resig-
nation of a Lordship of the Admiraity, Admiral Hat-
bam being appointed it his place next day.
‘The Chanceller of the Exchequer, Mr. Goschen, gave
bis inaugursl address, as Lord Rector of Aberdeen
University, on the 31st. Thers was a good deal of
activity in the Irish Crimes Courts during the month.
Mr. T. Oarrington, M.P., was sentenced to six weeks’
imprisonment at Trales on the Sth: a number of
mooplighters were sent to penal servitude st the
Munster Asalzes on the 13th: on the 19th Mr.J.

moaths' at Dunfanaghy on the 31st. The most pro-
minent names in the Jaguary obituary list wers those
of Prof, Bobamy [Price, Aldermen Sir John Staples,
snd Sir Robert Carden, Frof.

On the
16th the old Kaiser's remains, which
bad lain in state in the Cathedral of Berlin, were
taken through the smow-covered streets of the citv.

On  the
1{th Mr. Chamberlain returned from his :pecial
mission to the United States; and on the same day
the Prince and Princess of Wales very quietly cele-
brated their silver wedding. On the 15th Prince
OUscar of Sweden was marned to Miss Ebba Munck
at Bournemouth. The Queen left Windsor Castle on
tha 21st, and arrived at Florence on the 24th, Cam-
bridge won the Inter-'varsity Boat-race, rowed on the
24th, by eight lengths. The Nile, the heaviest iron-
clad yet built, was launched at Pembroke Dockyard
on the 27th. Much of March was excessively cold in
Rritain, heavy snowfalls interrupted traffic in Scot-
land and the north of England on the 16th and 17th,
and sbout the 20th snow fell to & great depth in
most parts of the country. The Duke of Rutland,
Admiral Sir Ashley Cooper Key, Lord Annaly, Mr.
German Reed (the entertainer), John Clayton (the
actor), Mr. E. Dwyer Gray, M.P., Mr. W, Ingram
(founder of the INusirated Lemdon News), and Mr. F,
A, Yeo, M\P.,, all died duriog March, ae did also the
Sultan of Zanzibar.

On the
28th there was a collision off the isle of Wight
between the steamer * Moto” and the Smyrna, a
aziling vessel, twelve lives being lust, Admiral Ryder
was accidentally drowned from Dimlico pier om the
30th. A court-martial held at Chatham hooourably
acquitted Major Templer from charges of having dis-
closed Government secrets. On the Sth attempts
were made in several places in Ireland to hold mest-
ings proclaimed by the Governmen®; on the 16th
county Louth was proclaimed; on the 26th the Plan
of Campaign and boycotting were formally con.

M,
Mcéline was elected President of the French Chamber
on the 4th; and on the 15th General Boulanger,
whose following was somewhat demonstrative
atthis time, was elected for the Department of thaNord
by over #6,500 wvotes. Aprarian riots took place in
Roumania on the 17th ; and on the 26th there were
murderous conflicts between Christians and Moham-
medans in Crete. The first portion of the Italian
troops leit Massowah on their return home on the
17k, The Paris Chamber, on the 238th, agreed to
the Panama Loan Bill. On the 16th the steamer
Vena went into collision with the biela, and sunk off
the Goodwins, fourteen lives being sscrificed The
death.roll for the month of April contained the namee
of Matthew Arncold, the eminent author, who expired
suddenly at Liverpool on the 16th from heart disease;

Hannah, of Brightoh ; General Sir Dupcan Cameron,
of Crimean renown ; Sir Francis Hastings Doyle, poct,
professor, and publicist; Canon ‘Trevor: Dr. Zuker-
tort, of chess celebrity: William Cresawick, the veteran
actor; and the Earl of Seafield.

Gladstona celebrated their gnlden wedding, and re-
crived a presentation frnm their admirers.  George
Cattell Greenway was sentenced to five yeare’ penal
servitude at Warwick Aesizes on the 31st for
stealing shares entrusted to his keeping, and Eelynge
Grrenway received twelve montha’ imprisonment for
the improper cooversion of & seeurity. A big strike
of ironworkers took place in Pennsylvania on the
3rd; there was » ead fatal fire in the Ds
Beers Mine at Kimberley on the 1lith, and on the
29th a wolcanic eruption in Japan killed a thousand
persons. Much attention was attracted throughout
Eurepe at the beginning of July by the domestic dif-
ferences between the King and Queen of Fervia, which
later on culminated ju & separation. On the 13th M,
Floquet fought a duel at Neuilly with General
Boulanger, thalatter being sericusly wounded in the
thtoat.

Alderman de Eeyser, Lord Mayorof London,
on tho 26th wisited his native Belgian burgh in state,
There wae on the 14th a solliion of Sable daland

« Lween the steamers Thingvalla and Geiser, over a

hundred persons being drowned ; and oo the 20th &
very heavy and disastrous thunderstorm occurred in
Cinada. On the 23rd President Cleveland declared
for a policy of retalistion agaiost Canada, which was
yeneanlly agreed to. The Italians were defeated in
Abresinia onthe 13th with considerable lose. There
was a fatal explosion at a firewurk factory on the
4rd, and Eiland's Bank at Kettering suspended pay-
meat on the same date. The Gth was Bank Holiday,
and late at night a serious railwsy accident occurred
at. Hampton Wick, killing four personsand wounding
rwenty-five others, two of whom subsequently
succumbed to their injuries. A National Co-
aperative Festival, of a wvery successful cha-
iacter, was opened at the Crystal Talace
on the 18th, and on the 22nd the Queen visited
tilasgow to open the new municipal buildings and
view the Exhibition., Major Hare's murder at Sur.
biton on the 26th by his son, and tha suicide of the
|atter, crested much sensation. A fatal balloon aeci-
dent occurred at Maldon on the 26th, Mr, Simmons.
the ceiebrated meronaut being killed. Birmingham
Musicu Festival commenced on the 26th. On the
25th the occupation of Addelah. pear Dahomey, West
Africa, by Germany, was sonounced. Six hun-
dred dervishes were defeated by Egyptian troops
at Fort Khormoussa, near Wady Halfa, with heavy
loss, on the 27th; and cn the 29th the Zulu revolt
was declared to be at an end.  General Boulanger
was returned on the 3Cth to the French Chamber by
no less than three Departments ; and on the 31st M,
Chevreul, the eminent Fremch chemist, celebrated his
102n4d birthday. The British Medical Association met
in Congress at Glasgow oo the ith, her Majesty’s
Ministers were banquetted at the London Mansmion
House on the Bth, and on the lith both Houses of
Parliament adjourned until November 6th, The
Hon, W, H. Cross was on the 10th elected un.
opposed for the West Derby Division of Liverpool, in
place of Lord Claud Hamilton, resigned. There was
a desperate eviction atrugale at Coolroe, county Wex-
ford, on the 16th;: and mext day the inquest at
Fermoy on the body of Dr. Ridley, surgeon of Tulla-
mare Gaol, resulted, after & leogthy inquiry, in »
werdict that the deceased committed suicide duriog
temnporary insanity produced by fear of disclosures at
the Mandeville inquest, Mz, J. Kedmond, M.P., Mr.
W. Redmond, M.P., Father Kennedy, and Mr. Walsh,
& journalist, were arrested for offences under the
Crimes Act on the 27th. No less than 23 lrish mem-
bers of Parliement wers sentenced to terms of
imprisonment during the Session. On the 31:t
Mary Ann Nichols was murdersd in Whitechapel
under revolting circutnstances.

SEPTEMEERR the first raw Sir John Savile raiged to
the peerage in recognition of his diplomatic services
The Trades’ Union Congress met. at Liradford on the
3rd, the British Association st Bath onthe 5th, &
Geological Congress in London oa the 17ch. and the
Chambers of Commeres at Cardiff on the 23th.  Me.
Gladstone visited the Eisteddfod at Wrexham on the
dth, and also delivered a political speech, The
Unionists held a Conference iu Eradford on the 10th.
and another at Nottingham on the 26th. The first
public meeting of the 'arnell Special Commission, the
reparta of the proceedings of which eo largely
siterwards  occupied the space of the news-
papers, was held on the 17th. Mr. John Dillon,
M.P.,, was released from Dundalk Gaol on the
18ih, and Mr. Blane, M.P., unconditinoally sct at
liberty on the 24th. Emphatically the sehsation
of September was the perpetration  of 1oere
horrible murders in the East.end of London,
one in the early morning of the 8th, and two on the
30th, the circumstances of each crime being of an
almostindescribably brutal character. The murderer or
murderers in each case left no trace beliind, and the
continued imtnunity from arrest of whoever was
concerned created the utmnst consternmation. News
came oo the 1Sth of the murder by his carriers of
Major Barttelot, while on his way from Stapley Falls
to follow up the Emin Pasha Relief Fxpedition under
Mr. H. M. Stanley; and eight days later & degpatch
told of the death of Mr. Jameson, am enthu-
siastic young Irish naturalist sttached to the
expedition. A 7vevolt was reported as having
taken place in Afgbanistan on the 6th, and
on the 25th the Tibetans were defeated in Jelapla
Fass. Severe fighting was chronicled in Samna on
the 27th and about this time the rebels were active
in their attack on Suakim. The sovereignty of the
Queen was proclaimed over the Hritish portinn of New
Guinea on the 12th, the British East Africa Com-
pany’s Charter was published om the 7th. and the
French flag wae hoisted in the Marquesas Islands nn
the 20th. On the 11th there came the announcement
that Dinizulu had surrendered to the Transvaal
authorities on the assurance that he would mot be
haunded to the En-lish. There was an earthquake
in Patras on the 9th occasioning conriderable damage
to property and some Ings of life. The I'rincess
Sophie was on the 3rd batrothed tn the Crown Prince
of Greece ; floods made havoc in lionhemia and Uppet
Austria oo and about the 4th ; there was & fatal rail-
way accident near Dijon on the Sth; and on the 13th
a collision off Port Lux, Canary Islands, between the
eteamer “ La France ” and the Italian vessel ¢ Sud
America,” the latter being sunk and eighty lives lost.
Count Kalnoky and Prince lisinarck were together at
Friedrichsruhe on the 1l&th, and much significance
was attached to the meeting. A good deal of
friction had occurred at the German Court between
the Bismarck party and the Empress Frederick's
entourage, and the Chancellor was especially sore
respecting the issue to the world of a part of the late
Emperor’s diary ; a prosecution of the publisher was
redolved on on the 27th. The differences between Sir
Morell Mackenze and the German medical men in
sttendance during the Haiser's fatal illness also
occasioned much bitterness and ill-feeling. Seabrreze
won the Doncaster St. Leger on the 12th. Profcssor
Richard A. Proctor died of fever out in Florida on the
12th; and Marshal Bazaine, the surrenderer of
France’s hopes to Germany, al:o pacged away, in
comparative indigence and obscurity, on the 23rd.

Ocroren began with cold weather and onhs or two
sharp morning {rosts. snow falling in parts ot England
and Scotland on the 2nd; but Jater on a mitd spell
set in and continued over the following month and
into December. President Carnot issued & decree on
the 2od, requiring foreivners living in France to
supply particulars concerning themselves and families.
Tha German Emperor went on a visit to Vienna on
the 3rd, and to the Pope, at the Vatican, on the t12th
his Majesty having, en his argival in Rome on the day
preceding, called on King Humbert. A summary of
Hir Moreil Mackentzie's uccount of the fatal illness of
“ Frederick the Noble " was published on the I2th.
and occasioned much comment, On the 8th the Czar
visited Batoum, and on the 2¥th the train in which
his Majesty waa recurning to St. Petersburg ran off
the rails near Borki, 19 perscons, officials and
otherwise, being killed. At the re-sssembly
of the French Chamber on the 15th, M. Floauets
scheme for the revigion of the Constitution
was reletred to & committes by & large majority.
The Prince of Wales arrived at Bucharest on the 4th,
and ou this date serious floods wers reported in hoth
France and Switzerland. A petrolenm ship exploded
on the iBth at Calais, killing four persons, and
there was a terrible diaaster on the Lahigh Valley Kail
way on the 10th, 61 people being killed, and over 100
injured. Mr. Secretary Layard on the 30th waited
on Lord Sackville, British Minister to the United
Statex, and intimated that further retention of his
post would not be acceptable to the Republican
Government. This incident arose out of the publica-
tion of a letter, in which Lord Sackville, replying to
an application from an English naturalised American,
peofiered advice as to voting for the Presidentis
olection. On the 24th the Metropolitan of the Servian
Chuech published a8 pastorsl declaring the marrisge
betwoen King Milan and Queen Natalis dissolved.
On tiae it the Lord Mayor of London offered a
reward 6 £500 for the arrest of the maurdsrer of the
woman in Mitse-square on the previons womming, and
this reward was.supplemented by other offers from
private persons iz reapect of the similsr outrages
which were s0 shecking London.
