Lord Durham Invited to Preside. 
Las t Thursday n igh t a public meoting was 

held in the County Court Room; Barnard Castlo, 
the object be ing to arrange* for a demonstrat ion 
of tho f r i end ly societies in the t own , and the 
adopt ion of other measures to augment the 
fuuds of the Roya l Inf i rmary a t Xewcastle-on-
Tyne . M r W. Emerson, J.P., presided. 

The Chairman said he was glad tha t he had 
been the medium of b r i n g i n g th i s nolile 
i n s t i t u t i o n i n t o re la t ionship w i t h the t own , 
and ho hoped t h a t the results w o u l d be v e r y 
satisfactory to the commit tee a t Newcastle. 
He had taken some par t , i n a humble way , in 
connection w i t h th i s i n s t i t u t i o n on previous 
occasions, and he rejoiced t o t h i n k thafc a t 
Middleton-in-Teesdale they had a ve ry success­
ful demonstra t ion every year. It* was there 
t ha t he firs t met M r Fle tcher , whom they a l l 
welcomed tha t n i g h t as personally represent­
ing the inf i rmary. He (the Chairman) was glad 
tha t the mat ter had been favourably taken up 
by the I ' rban D i s t r i c t Counci l , I t was ; not 
needed "he ro and now " to t r y to show them 
the importance of the i n s t i t u t i o n , bu t sulttce i t 
to say tha t i t had entered upon a now lease of 
l i f e , and he hoped on a l engh ty and successful 
career since tho opening of the magnificent 
new b u i l d i n g by the K i n g . One t h i n g s t ruck 
them, and t h a t was t o find tha t an impetus had 
been g iven t o the support of such ins t i t u t ions 
by Her Majes ty tho Queen. She lj|ad done 
more to endear herself to the hearts of her 
people—if, indeed, fu r the r proof were at a l l 
needed of the affection i n w h i c h the QBeen was 
already held—by becoming the medium of 
magnificent subsc r ' p t i ms than by any other 
acts of her l i fe . Ho s incerely hoped t h a t they 
wou ld have a h igh ly successful demonstrat ion 
i n t h i s t o w n i n a few weeks' t ime . He was 
glad t h a t M r Fle tcher , the organis ing secretary, 
had come th rough to persuade th/em to take the 
mat ter up, and to encourage them. Var ious 
suggestions had been made a t a spec i a tmee t ing 
of the Counci l the previous n igh t , bu t no 
formal resolutions were passed, i l e hoped tha t 
they wou ld witness a large and successful 
demonstrat ion, w h i c h w o u l d inaugurate a 
regular and consistent method of c o n t r i b u t i n g 
to the funds of th i s splendid i n s t i t u t i o n . 
(Applause). 

M r Fle tcher , who was w e l l received, sajkl he 
ought first of a l l to thank them s ince re ly for 
t he .oppor tun i ty w h i c h t h a t meet ing had pro­
v ided h im of b r ing ing , on behalf of the Com­
mit tee , the needs of the inf i rmary before tlieaiv 
and, th rough them, before the inhabi tants o f 
Barnard Castle. He had personally to thank 
M r Emerson, the Chairman of tha t meet ing, for 
the ve ry cord ia l and sympathet ic way i n .which 
he had t rea ted some l i t t l e correspondence they 
had had on the subject . Those acquainted 
w i t h local condi t ions must la rge ly determine 
the na ture ef the effort about t o be pu t fo r th , 
bu t he w o u l d r emind them tha t the needs o f the 
i n s t i t u t i o n were very great , and v e r y seriously 
increasing, as some of them w o u l d have seen 
from the repor t of t h e i r last year's work . Tho 
number of pat ients who were t rea ted last year, 
i n Nor thumber land and Durham, reached 53,100, 
of these 4,033 were in-pat ients , and the cost 
amounted t o £17,964 4s. 9d., w h i l e the to t a l 
o rd ina ry income reached £14,590 17s. The 
excess of expendi ture over income i n tho year 
was £3,307 7s. 9d. That was bad euijugh i n 
i tself , bu t the new era upon wh ich the work of 
the i n s t i t u t i o n had jus t commenced made the 
posi t ion even worse, and the respons ib i l i ty o f 
the commit tee greater . This magnificent 
i n s t i t u t i o n was reputed t o be the second to 
none i n Europe, and i n v o l v i n g a cost of £250,000, 
en ta i led grea t respons ib i l i ty i n i t s mainten­
ance, and the necessity of ra i s ing an add i t iona l 
£8,000 to £10,000 a year. I n f u l l w o r k i n g order 
there wou ld be a f u l l complement of 400 beds, 
and they were seeking new and a l l sorts of 
income w h i c h they possibly cou ld get. Ode of 
t h e i r objects was organizat ion i n coun t ry 
d i s t r i c t s sending pat ients t o the inf i rmary. 
This w o r k had been ve ry successfid a t Wooller , 
i n Weardale, a t Gosforth, Corbridge, Crook, and 
Midd leham. The posi t ion of Barnard; Castle 
i n r e la t ion t o the Roya l In f i rmary stood thus :— 
18 pat ients were sent, a t an average cost each 
of £3 l i s . 3d., or a t o t a l cost of £04 2s. 6d. 
The only subscr ip t ion w h i c h t he commit tee 
received was three guineas from th]e local 
Co-operative Society, and a l i t t l e i t em of 
10s. tid., mak ing i n a l l £3 13s. 0d., 
and l eav ing an ac tua l deficiency of 
£60 9s. Middleton-in-Teesdale , las t year, sent 
£42 8s., t he cost of the s ix pat ients they sent 
be ing £21 7s. 6d., and w h i c h l e f t a surplus of 
£20 0s. 6d. Wooler had sent £96, and Gosforth 
£46. (Applause.) 3,699 operations had been 
performed, i n w h i c h 3,518 had recovered, and 
181 had died, showing a per centage of 95 
recoveries. A grea t French w r i t e r had said 
t h a t human needs were a lways greater than 
human devot ion, b u t he ( M r F le tcher ) was g lad 
to t h i n k t h a t the inf i rmary cou ld i n a measure 
keep pace w i t h t h e ove rwhe lming i l l s w h i c h 
befel humani ty i n the most populous centres. 

M r J . G. H a l l : Has everybody free access 
t o t h a t i n s t i t u t i o n from Barnard Castle or the 
neighbourhood. 

M r F le tche r : Yes, M r Chairman, everybody 
has free access t o the i n s t i t u t i o n . I t is 
absolute ly free, and so long as there is accom­
modation, pa t ients are received. 

D r Well 'ord moved t h a t t h a t meet ing co rd ia l ly 
approved of the format ion of a commit tee for 
the p romot ion of the f inancial in teres ts of the 
Newcast le R o y a l In f i rmary among the inhab­
i t an t s of Barna rd Castle and d i s t r i c t . I n an 
intensely earnest address t he mover of the 
resolu t ion said t h a t t h i s was a quest ion w h i c h 
affected the hea l th of the communi ty , and was 
i n t h e in te res t of everybody. I t was an i n s t i t u ­
t i o n armed and fitted w i t h a l l t he latest 
developments i n medical science, and i t was 
free t o any who knocked a t the door. He 
though t the Chairman of the Urban Counci l had 
taken up a v e r y proper posi t ion i n th i s ina t ter . 

M r John Smi th seconded the resolut ion, and 
remarked t h a t t he apparent apathy towards 
t h i s movement a t Barnard Castle was main ly 
i f no t a l together due t o the wan t of organiza­
t i o n , and t o t h e fac t t h a t i t s claims had not 
been made known . I n Newcastle, i n pennies 
alone, t h e w o r k i n g classes, i n one year, had 
subscribed the handsome sum of £5,600. 

M r F le tche r said t h i s was not a hospi ta l for 
the wea l thy . There were numerous p r iva t e 
hospitals for the weU-to-do i n Newcastle, bu t 
even t h e opulent -would not be re jected i f they 
pa id for t h e i r own maintenance or gave a don­
a t ion to the funds. 

The reso lu t ion was ca r r i ed unanimously. 
M r J . G. H a l l , i n a sympathet ic speech, moved 

t h a t t h a t meet ing favoured the organizat ion of 
a house-to-house col lec t ion , to be fo l lowed by a 
pub l i c demonstra t ion to be he ld i n t h e Bowes 
Museum Park, b y permission of t h e trustees, 
on Saturday, Augus t 25th, the arrangementsfor 
w h i c h t o be l e f t w i t h the commit tee . 

M r Boardman seconded, and the mot ion was 
adopted.. 

M r Jackson tersely proposed t h a t t h e t rustees 
of t he Bowes Museumpe respect fuj lyapproach-
ed t o sanct ion the proposed demonstra t ion i u 
the park, and he suggested the i n s t i t u t i o n of a 
hospi ta l Sunday i n the t o w n . 

D r . Adams said i t had been his good fortune, 
for something l i k e fivo years, t o have been i n 
Newcastle In f i rmary as j u n i o r and senior 
medical s tudent , besides be ing one of the med 
i ca l officers the re . I t was diff icul t t o realise 
the amount of good w h i c h waa done, and he 
migh t t ru ly say t h a t the doors of that large 
inf i rmary were never closed. (Hear, hear), 
Tho operations were vary wonderful, b u t en tbe 

medical side there was not so much to show, 
though, after a l l , the medical cases would qu i te 
e<|ual the surgical cases. He thought t h a t of 
a l l char i t ies a large hospi ta l , w e l l managed, was 
the most w o r t h y . The staff of the large inf i rm­
aries—ho was speaking now in general terms— 
almost w i t h o u t except ion gave the i r t ime and 
services for no th ing . Therefore the funds 
wh ich were subscribed were a l l going pract ic­
a l l y for the good of tho pat ients , and were not 
even spent i n w o r k i n g expenses. (Applause). 
He though t t ha t there wou ld be no dif f icul ty i n 
a r ranging the demonstrat ion, and he considered 
tha t a year ly hospi tal Sunday w o u l d supplement 
the i r efforts. (Applause.) 

M r Joseph Ward spoke in k i n d l y terms about 
the hospital , and 

M r John Itobson moved tha t tho c le rgy and 
minis ters of the t o w n bo approached w i t h a 
v i ew of t he i r g i v i n g one Sunday's co l lec t ion to 
the funds of the Newcastle Roya l In f i rmary 
after the demonstrat ion. He remarked t h a t he 
could say from his hear t t h a t he had never, in 
the whole course of his l i f e , proposed a resolu­
t i o n conta in ing greater n o b i l i t y of soul, and 
bur thened so heavi ly w i t h the p i t y of humani ty . 
The sanctuary of the Roya l In f i rmary vouch­
safed the highest medical and surg ica l s k i l l 
for no th ing , and there was a t r u l y noble band 
of workers a t i t s head. (Applause.) 

M r Jackson (Thorngate) seconded the mot ion, 
and spoke in gra teful terms of the t rea tment 
of tho medical staff. 

M r Colbeck moved, and M r T . Be r ry seconded, 
'" t ha t a l l gentlemen here present, together 
w i t h a l l tho secretaries of the f r iendly societies 
i n tho t o w n , form a committee, w i t h power to 
add to. t h e i r number." 

The Chairman undertook to act as secretary, 
and i t was s ta ted tha t a number of ladies w o u l d 
be asked t o assist i n the movement. 

M r J . 1. Dawson suggested tha t L o r d Durham 
be i n v i t e d to take the chair a t the demonstra­
t ion , and the proposal was unanimously accept­
ed, the Chairman s t a t i ng tha t he wou ld make i t 
clear to the L o r d L ieu tenan t of the County 
tha t t h i s was an i n i t i a l effort a t Barnard Castle 
in t h i s pa r t i cu l a r d i r ec t i on .

Prisoner Pleads Guilty : It was all 
Through Drink. 

Six Months' Hard Labour. 
Yesterday, a t a special s i t t i n g of the Barnard 

Castle Police Court , before M r John Smi th 
(chairman), and M r W. Emerson, a man, named 
R i c h a r d Coward, res id ing a t Barnard Castle, 
pleaded g u i l t y t o hav ing commi t t ed an 
aggravated assault on a domestic servant named 
Dora Dawson, who is i n the service of M r John 
Heslop, farmer, of Marwood , on Monday n igh t 
las t . 

Prosecutr ix said t ha t she a r r i v e d a t Barnard 
Castle r a i l w a y s ta t ion w i t h the 4-40 p.m. t r a i n 
from Bishop Auck land , she hav ing t r a v e l l e d 
from W i l l i n g t o n . She a t once proceeded d i r e c t 
on her road to Marwood , passing the Red W e l l 
InD, crossing the t w o bridges on the moor road, 
and en te r ing the lields s k i r t i n g L o w Park W a l l 
Farm; She saw the prisoner, as she thought , 
looking for mushrooms. He was i n the l i r s t 
field, and af terwards passed th rough the next 
and the t h i r d and the fou r th fields. On going 
th rough the gate of the f o u r t h field prisoner, 
she said, sat down behind a stone w a l l . 
Prosecutr ix went s t r a igh t th rough , when 
prisoner shouted, '• Ey '. let 's c a r ry your parcel ," 
and he theu made an effort to ge t ho ld of 
prosecutr ix, who shouted. She was then 
t h r o w n down. Coward then pushed his 
two lingers into her mouth, and gr ipped her 
t i g h t l y so tha t she could not s t i r at a l l . Prisoner 
then assaulted her, mid afterwards p icked up 
her parcel , aud then dropped i t . •' I am sure 
tha t is the man," she added. 

John Heslop, Marwood , said tha t when 
prosecutr ix a r r i v e d a t his house her hai r was 
dishevel led, and f u l l of grass, and her j acke t 
and her hat were t o r n a l i t t l e . He though t 
t ha t he w o u l d have had t o send for a doqtor, as 
the g i r l was i n great distress and t rouble , and 
she could no t speak for a long t ime. She was 
swooning. Witness , con t inu ing , said he had 
daughters of h is own, and he remembered 
keenly t h a t one of them had been fo l lowed by 
a man th rough the fields. Prosecutr ix , who 
complained t o h im, t i d i e d herself up a b i t as 
soon as she came round, and She volunteered 
a t once to see the police. " I then b rough t her 
to the police s ta t ion , and took her to a doctor . 
M y daughter combed a l l the grass out of her 
hair ," added witness . 

John George . Davis , moulder, Newgate, 
Barnard Castle, said he was up a t M r Heslop's, 
on Monday n igh t , and had j u s t l e f t the house, 
be ing about t h i r t y yards from the door, when 
he was recal led t o the house. He said he 
there saw th is young lady, who was i n a v e r y 
distressed state. Her ha i r was down, and, 
said witness , " she near ly c r i ed her eyes out ." 
They gave her some hot tea and a l i t t l e s p i r i t . 
Her dress was soiled, her ha t was t o r n , aud 
her hai r was a l l over her face. 

The Chairman said th i s was a v e r y serious 
accusation, and i f the graver charge had been 
brought home to the pr isoner he w o u l d have 
been sent for t r i a l . 
• P r i soner : 1 was a b i t d r u n k a l l tfye day. M ^ 
bro ther was l i v i n g a t M r TiprnbuA's, i n 
Marwood , and I was w i t h h i m . M r S m i t h and 
M r Thompson w o u l d not 1IU me anymore d r i n k , 
and I never t hough t of a n y t h i n g of th i s k i n d . 
I t was on ly the d r i n k . I am v e r y so r ry . 

The C h a i r m a n : I t is no excuse g e t t i n g 
d r i n k . I t on ly aggravates i t . 

Prisoner : 1 am very so r ry i f 1 have done the 
g i r l any harm. I f i t had not been for the d r i n k 
1 w o u l d no t have been i n the place a t a l l . 1 
have been i n t h e army, and 1 have never had 
such a t h i n g brought against me i n my l i f e . 

Supt . Johnson handed i n t he record , w h i c h 
contained five previous convic t ions against 
th i s man for var ious minor offences. 

Prisoner said he had no question t o ask of any 
of the witnesses. 

The 'Chairman : We have f u l l y considered 
your case, and we consider i t a most b r u t a l 
assault. I f the more serious offence had beet} 
brought home t o y o u we should have s,ent you 
to the agsizes for t r i a l , and i t i s jus t possible 
t h a t y o i l m i g h t then have go t t en years' penal 
se rv i tude . I n any case for an' a t t empted 
c r i m i n a l assault you migh t have go t t w o years. 
We have considered to g i v e you six, months ' 
imprisonment , w i t h ha rd labour, and we are of 
opin ion t h a t nobody is safe i f we a l low such a 
t h i n g as t h i s t o go by , for there is no t e l l i n g 
w h a t may happen. 

Prisoner was then removed, the Chairman 
and M r Emerson thank ing M r Heslop for 
h e l p i n g i n b r i n g i n g Coward t o jus t ice . M r 
Heslop i n t i m a t e d t h a t i t was his d u t y t o do 
so.

B u t the clouds had ro l l ed away, and the 
mists had passed, and they had emerged s t rong and 
val iant , because connected w i t h the movement nreri 
men who had made up thei r minds to make this t h i n ; 
a success, and he was p r o u d of the fact that i t had 
been a success. The pos i t ion he had taken was not 
the weal thy man's pos i t ion , but he had heeded t in 
w a r n i n g that whatever ins t i tu t ions i n B a r n a u l Castle 
were in themselves good they should be m j i n t a i n e d 
(Applause). T o himself i t was exceedingly annoy ing 
that one of the most he lp fu l and inl< r e - l i n g ' i i i t ! 
societies i n the t o w n should have been l i t down b 
b i c k e r i n g and s t r i fe , l i e a l luded lo the flower shov 
and deep was his regret that they had never been 
able to restore i t a l l these years. But i t » a - to 
the c red i t of Barnard Castle men that the i r g r i t and 
backbone had determined that this society should 
remain , and that they had demonstrated that they 
had done the r i g h t t h i n g whether others were w i t i i 
them or against them. (Applausei . They had that 
day d iscr imina ted between an a g r i c u l t u r a l show and 
a horse parade i n enforc ing orderl iness, conduct 
and management of the horse, and the competi tors 
could not g a i n a p r i ze s imply because of at tent ion 
bestowed i n a day, for the judges were up to a l l 
faquc ing and sil l iness. He was proud that l i te 
w o r k i n g men of that ne ighbourhood who had charge 
of horses had systematic p r ide i n thei r work , and 
that kindness was shown to the horses under the i r 
con t ro l . 

M r H a r r y W a l k e r responded, and remarked thai 
the on ly t h i n g wh ich was not d iwi rab le about Kr-.-.o 
horse parades was the discontent which sotoctime.-
arose concern ing the compet i tors . There were three 
ways to put this r i g h t .

LUNE VALLEY WATERWORKS. 

The New Grassholme Reservoir. 
When making a tour of the Grassholme Water­

works , the scoi*e and objects of which were 
explained by us a few mouths ago. w r i t e s 
a correspondent, I was favoured w i t h an ideal 
day. The sun shone b r i l l i a n t l y , and Upper 
Teesdale was looking i ts best, the white-washed 
wal ls of the picturesque h i l l s ide farmsteads 
being t h r o w n in to bold re l i c t against t h e i r back­
ground of cool, refreshing green. 

A t (Jrassholme, three miles from M i d d l e t o n -
in-TeesdaJe, the peaceful, pastoral Lune Val ley 
has been transformed i n to a h ive of i n d u s t r y a t 
the behest of the Wate r Board, and a v i l l age of 
wooden huts has sprung up, w i t h a school and a 
canteen. 

Pussy l i t t l e locomotives were snor t ing about, 
conveying materials : t r a v e l l i n g cranes wen t 
h i the r and t h i t h e r w i t h burdens of cement and 
concre te ; and a mountain of freestone blocks 
from the quarries a t L a r t i n g t o n was p i l ed up 
near t he workshops, , from which , at regular 
in te rva ls , came the ponderous t hud of the steam 
hammer. Three hundred feet below the surface 
were mites of men prepar ing the rock face to 
receive the concrete foundations. To see them 
i t was necessary t o peer i n t e n t l y down the 
dizzy depths of the shafts. 

Tho boundary w a l l e n c i r c l i n g the works is 
about n ine-mi les long, and w i t h i n th i s area I 
was shown over e v e r y t h i n g of in teres t by M r 
James Harvey, chief inspector, i n the absence 
of M r J. M . Price Wil l iams, the resident 
engineer. J l r Harvey assured mo tha t persons 
v i s i t i n g tin* place were astonished to t h i n k t h a t 
£200,000 had been already expended. Of this 
amount 0150,00(1 has been l i t e r a l l y bur ied in the 
concrete foundation, tunnels, etc.- t ha t a l l 
impor tan t par t of the work which is inv is ib le . 

( t reat t rouble has been experienced i n g e t t i n g 
a foundation for the concrete tongue and shoe 
of the embankment, o w i n g to the vargaries i n 
the geological formation. I t was est imated 
tha t the concrete w a l l , w h i c h is s ix feet wide 
at the bottom, but broader at the top to form a 
shoe for the puddle w a l l , wou ld have to go to a 
depth of "270 feet, bu t on tho south side, where 
i t is nearly completed, i t has been necessary to 
excavate to 300 feet. The greatest care is 
taken in the preparat ion of the concrete, and a l l 
the Por t land cement is careful ly tested. 

The embankment w i l l contain 4'JO.OOO cubic 
yards of various soils or clay, and 24,;!00 cubic 
yards of puddled c lay. I n the middle w i l l bo 
the puddle w a l l , six feet wide a t the top and 
'1. feet wide a t the bot tom, founded on the 
concrete. On each side of th i s w i l l be a layer 
ot selected mater ia l , chiet ly r e t en t ive clay, 
Hanked by ord inary ea r thwork . 

D u r i n g the cons t ruc t ion of the embankment, 
wh ich w i l l have an a l t i t ude of 08 feet, i t has 
been necessary t o provide for 1 ho flow of the 
r ive r , so tha t i t shall not interfere w i t h the 
work or wash away the g r o w i n g s t ruc tu re . 
This has boon effected by p u t t i n g down, across 
the bed of the r i v e r above the si te of the 
embankment, a w a l l wh ich w i l l form i t s inner 
toe. 

From this wa l l a tunnel "-•> feet wide has been 
constructed in the shoulder of the n o r t h bank 
of the reservoir and ca r r ied round the end of 
the embankment, to discharge in to the o r ig ina l 
bed of tho r ive r . Here another w a l l has been 
constructed, w h i c h w i l l form the outer toe of 
the embankment. This tunnel , w h i c h is funnel-
shaped a t the entrance, has an i r o n framework 
w i t h concrete facing—a very fine piece of 
work, of which the contrac tor is j u s t l y proud. 

When the dam is completed, a " stop," 
consis t ing of heavy masonry and i ronwork , 
w i l l be ba i t to prevent the (low of the water 
and cause i t to rise in the reservoir. I n th i s 
" stop " valves w i l l bo inser ted to con t ro l the 
discharge of the compensation water in to the 
Lune, and above i t w i l l be b u i l t the valve house, 
carr ied a few feet h igher than the top water 
level of the reservoir . In i t w i l l be fixed the 

•apparatus by w h i c h the valves in the " stop " 
w i l l be regulated. 

Just now the amount of water flowing through 
the tunne l is not groat , bu t the Lune, l i ke a l l 
mountain streams, is subject to heave floods, 
and these have handicapped the progress of 
the w o r k . 

A t the nor th end o. t i io embankment is the 
overflow o r " byewash," w h i c h w i l l discharge 
the contents of the reservoir when the wa te r 
rises above the top l ine, wh ich is !)0o feet above 
sea level . A t l l u r y i t is 800 feet, and at Black-
ton 020. When the dam i » covered H"2 acres 
w i l l be submerged. 

The quaint o ld bridge a t (irassholnie M i l l w i l l 
then be under water . For tho now br idge, to 
be b u i l t of blue b r i cks w i t h stone lacings -
!i ve arches, each of 10 leet span, together w i t h 
tho approaches, amount ing to a l e n g l h of :!00 
feet—throe of the four foundations arc finished. 
The farm bui ldings have been pul led down and 
rebu i l t higher up the h i l l ; the old m i l l has 
disappeared, and the roadway w i l l be c&rr iod 
over the viaduct , w h i c h does aw:;, w i t h an 
a w k w a r d gradient . 

Just a word about t hp tunnel - s ix feet by 
four— to l l u r y reservoir , over t w o miles away, 
wh ich (Irassholme w i l l feed.
