ARCIENT CHARITIES IN TEESDALE.

Board of Education !nquiry at
Romaldkirk.

A Schoolmaster’'s Pension Jeopardised.

On Friday aftercoon Iast Mr . H. Oates,
barrister-at-law, on behalf of the Board of
lidueation, accompined by Mr Roberts, His
Majesty's Jnspector of Schools, conducted au
inquiry in the School-room, Romaldkirk,
relative to the school foundation in  the
parish of Romaldkirk, so far a8 i¢ appertained
to the Charitable Trosta Aets, 1823 to X8O :
the Endowed Schools Acts, 1860, 1573 and 1874 :
and the Board of Edueation Act, 1809, and the
Board of Edocation {(Powers) Orders in Coaneil,
1980-1%2. There weve present Sir Henry
RBeresford Pierse, Burt.,, the Rev. 8. Gilbert
Beal, Reetor of Rowaldkick, the Rev. . W.
Holmes, Vicar of Laithkirk ; Mr Lipling, Me
T. Helmer, Mr Garrett, Mr Hjll, Mr Watson
Coulthard, Mr Bewell, Mr W. Dent, Romald-
kirk; Mr R. Walker, Mr Joshua Coulthard,
Cotherstone; Mr Wilson Haigh, Lartington;
Mr Thomas Alderson, Bowes; Mr T. Stoddart,
Eggleston ; Mr Wrigloy, assistant secretary
North Riding County Education Authority,
and others.

The Founders of the Charitics.

William Hutehingon, who founded the
alinghouses at Romaldkirk, and alro eadowed
the school foundation there, and who also
endowed the Grammar Bchool at Lowes, lived
at Crage, near Lartingten, Lis wi'l being dated
1693, while the date of John Pariin’s hequest,
who resided at Lartivgton, woule appear to be
1633, the teatator's wishes beiug carried into
elleet in k686,

The Cemmissioner said the Board of Educa-
tion, as they would gatlier froin the notice,
had thuught @it to order aninquiry to be held
abont tho administration of that charity, and
the object was two-fold. Ifiest for tho parposo
of obtaining information as to the present
admiuistration of the eharity, and, secondly, to
ascertain whether it was desirablo that the
scheme by which the foundation was governed
should be amended in order that fhe endownient
might confer greater edueations] benellt on the
tocality. Ou the first of these two puints he
had no doubt the trustees would bo able to
give information, and on the seecond, or the
cudowment part of the scheme, he proposed
to invite suggestions, Perhaps it would be
convenient if he referred to tho provisions of
the scheme. The principal scheme was made
under the Endowed Schools Act, on the 23rd
ol Octobar, 1877, and under that siheme the
Romaldkirk Alinshouses and Sehool Foundation
were entitled to a share of two-fifths of the
bequest of William Huotchinson, formerly of
Cragg, rear Lartington, whoso will was dated
1493, Out of the two-ifths of tho endowment
the sum £116 was applicable for the purpoeses
of tho almshonses, and elausc five of the schems
provided that the residue of the income of
the Romaldkirk Almshouses and School
Foundation should be applied by the Romald-
kirk trustees for the advancement of the
edueation of boys and girls attending any
public elementary school or schools in the
parish of Romaldkirk, The incomoe of the
Romaldkirk A'mshouses and Bchoul Foundation
he understood to be somethisg in excess of
£200 a year, and out of that, as they had heard,
£116  was applicable [for nop-cdueational
purposes, and something like SI0) a year was
applieable for the purpose of educulion, That
was the whole of the scheme which referred
to the Romaldkirk charity endowment, and the
(Conmissioner propesed to invite the trustees to
give him information as to how that part of the
spdowment had been administered, Possibly
it would be convesient for them that they
should asl one of their number to acet as their
spokesman.

Mr Alders:n : 1 prepose thas Mr Besl give
you the iniorwation. He is our chairman.

The Rev. 5, G. Beal s4id the Homaldkirk
School and flospital were carried oo under an
old scheme, bt a pew draft scheme had been
sent down by the Charity Commissioners, and
the local trustees had made their suggestions
thereon, and had roturned the seheme aceord-
ingly. Though they bad been waiting aince
then the trustees had received no reply. That
was early in 1904
The Commissioner :
the almshouses ?

Mr Beal : Yen, but they are not separated,
and we have had no answer to that at all.

The Commissioner : They were aeparated by
an orde? of the 13th of May, 1004, when the
Charity Commissioners determined, in clanse
two, that the edacational endowment shall be
a separate foundation. 1 think you must have
a copy of that order, which shosws that the two
have been ecparated.

The Rector : It cannot be separated until
we know what it is. We were asked to Buggest
to them councerning expenses, and the date
of that letter was the 1Lth of Anril, 1304,

The Commissivner : Aad after that the order
wag made, narmely, on the 15tk of May, 1004,
1t said that the part of the hospital endow-
ment wag a yearly sum of £116 payable, which
included £25 for management, and the whale
of the rest of the revenue was applicable to
education.

The Rector : 1 have not gob that.
been waiting for the answer.

The Commidgsioner : That i3 a matter for the
Charity Commissioners, and not for the Board
of Educatiun.

The Rector: We have not had a single
answer to that, and at the last trustee meeting
1 had to report there had been no answer.

The Commissioner : Bat you have applied
certain raonjes to educational purposes,
perhaps you will be able to tell me that ?

The Rector : Certainly. Wo had better have
the last balance-sheet, which is for the 3lst
December, 1908.

The Commissioner : If you could tell us the
educational payments, without reference to the
Charity Commissioners.

Mr Beal said the schoolmaster’s salary was

£85 : the remuneration of the schoolmistress
was £15, and the amount expended in repairs
to the school and cottages was £4 7a. 3d.
There were also other smaller payments.
The Commissioner : 1 shall be glad now of
any information as to the nature of this school
on which this money is paid. The scheme
directs that the money shall be applied for the
sdvancemeni of the education of hoys and
girls ia a public elementary school or schools,
bat I don't ind in the list that there is one
here.

The Rector : It has only been considered a
public elementary school because it has been
examined by His Majesty's Inspectors. .

The Commissioner ; Is that so ? Then will
you tell moe when this was done ? ]

Mr Garrett : [t has been done three fimes,

The Commissioner : I should like to know
the dates. .

Mr Garrett : First it was examined by Mr
Westmoreland, then by Mr Berrayes, and the
third time by Mr Northror.

‘The Commissioner : Do you know when the
lasé vigit was made ?

Mr Garrett : | don't.

The Commissioner : Can you tell me within
any number of years ? Five or ten years ?

Mr Beal : I have only been corpespondent
for the last five years.

Fhe Commissioner : I$ has rot been ingpected
gince 1902,

Mr Garrett : The lgte Mr Huggioson had
the reports.

The Commissioner: You are aware Ghat
there is a regular definitton of a public
elomentary school. 1 mean that it is defined
by the Eduzation Act of 1870 2

Mr Garrett ; Oh, yes. 1 kpow that.

The Commissioner : { believe that this school
has not received granta,

Does that not relate to

Mr Garrelti; No.

The Commissioner : Tt is nob cortified as an
eflicient achool nnless it is exaumined. and, in
order that it may ba an eficient school, the
inspection must e annual,

The Rector : But the trastees did not wish
it to he inspected annually.

The Commissivner : But you wiil have to
gatisfy certain requirements of the Roard.

The Rector : 1 thought these terquirements
were. that it should be certified threo times.

The Commissivner read the clause of the Act,
and added that this was npeither a puablic
clementary school nor a certitied eflicient
school.

Mr Geal : T was not awaroe that it was not.

Mr Garrett : The attendauce oiiicer called
every Monday and examined tho register.

The Comniissioner ;: Thon you keep registers.
Mr Hoberts just reminds me  that the
certificate i3 an annual certificate, and, in
order to get that certilicate, il is necessary
that the inspection shonld be annaal.

The Rector: That I did not know.

The Commissioner : But | must correet that.
Tlhe inspection wounld not necessariiy be
annual, but the certificate would be an annual
one. All that is necessary is that the school
should bs open at all times to inspection.

Mr Beal: As to the claim as a right to
examine annunally there cau be no cendition of
that kind. . :

The Commissioner : The Toard would not
give you a cortificate on those terms: not if
you choose to imposo condistions that wounld
malke it impossible. The sehool is not cither a
public elemeztary school or a certitied eflicient
school, and it follows therefore that the
endowment does not apply. Do the trnstees
take the view, in applying the sndowment for
the purposes of this school, that it is being
aplied in aceordance with Ghe scheme, after
my explanation ?

The Rector : 1 was under the impression
that it was a publie sehool beeanse it had been
eertified three times,

The Coimnissoner : The scheme says any
pablic clementary school, and you have to
apply to be placed on the annual grant list as
a publie elementary school.

‘The Reetor : I only became correspondent
in ifebruary, 19¢1.

Tho Cowmnissioner : They weuld have to give
notice under the provisions of section eight,
and they must also give public notice of their
intention to do s0. You understand ihft this
school is not a public elemeontary school, and,
as the pcheme says that this endowment is to
be applied {ur the benefit of ehildren attending
a public elementary school or seliools, it is not
lawiul to apply that ecndowment for the
purposo of this school, Do you appreciate the
tact, Mr Beal?

Tho Rector: I sec what you mean, bnt we
always thought it was certifind, When was
this Iist Cormed ?

The Commissioner : Lt isan annual list,
it never been on the list ? .

Mr Beal: Never on the list, bubl was always
under the impreszion that it was certified.

The Commissioner; This list contains all
tho certified efiicient gehwols in the kingdom,
and Romaldkirk School is not on the list. 1
don't say yon individually, but the trustees
have not taken the necessary steps to have it
recognigsed as a public elementary school, I
don't koow whether the Edacation Committee
have had anybhing to do with this schoel, or
whether they have brought the Education Act
of 1902 to your notice.

Mr Wrigley: [ think the committee have
never had 2ny great knowledge of the school
atall. For instance the order of 100 was
entirely new tc me. I had never heard of it.
I think that is ho # tLe makter stands.

Mr Garrett: The rcason why we received o
grant was becauso the trustees at that time—
waess of thewn are now dowl - wished it to be
keptaltogotiser independent of the Government.

The Commiasioner; Aod that being so the
trustevs had no righs to pay this endowwment,

Mr Guerets @ The law silewed them to do so.

The Consissioner: Babit is nos a public
elementary schoul. 1t is pot recognised by
tho Board of Education as such, and that is the
test.

Mr Garrctt insisted that it was acknowledg-
ed as a pubiic elementary school, and added
that it was not the intention of Mr |orster’s
Bill to destroy eflicient sechools.

The Commissioner: 1 don't doubt that the
school is a very efliicient one, but unless this
achool, a8 [ have said, is a public elementary
school within the meaning ol the Education
Act of 1870 you cannot pay tkis endowment.

Mr Garrett : Would you kindly tell us what
does make it a public elementary s8chool ?

The Commisaioner : Yes, [ will. Compliance
with clause 7 of the lementary Education Act
of 1870.

Mr Wrigley: Would it be open for them to
comply with the necessary tormalities, which
has apparently not been dowe, and have the
school put upon the list of public elemenfary
schools ?

The Commissioner : Certainly. There is no
reagon why it should not be a public elementary
school. 1t would ba necessary, however, for
the managers of the school to give notive of
their proposal.

Mr Wrigley : Ouite,

The Commissivoner ;. And it would still be for
the Loard to consider whether any of that
money should be applicable in relief of the
rates, or for the managers’ purpeses.

Mr Beal : I don’t quite grasp what yon wish
me to do.

The Commissioner : 1t is quite clear you
cannot go on spending the 1oney on this
gohool.

The Rector : I ses technically what is meant.

Tho Commissicner : But beyond technical-
ities we are bound by the scheme. Do you
consider that there is a necissity for a school
in Romaldkirk ?

The Reector: Most certaioly. Every
necesgity, and 1 think we would be quite
prepared to comply with the requirements, and
turc the school into & public elementary
school,

Mr Wilson Haigh suggested that the
endowment should be distributed proportion-
ably amongst the recognised elementary
schools in the parish of Romaldkirk, which
included Cotherstone and Lartington.

The Commissioner said it was not stated
that the endowment helonged to that school in
particular, but fo the ancient parish of
Romaldkirk, which included that village, as
well ag Cotharstone, Holwick, Hunderthwaite,
Lartiogton, Lunedale, and Mickleton. 1t did
not necessarily follow, even iI that school was
made into a public elementary school, that
they were entitled to the whole of the endow-
ment. 1If the children would be able to avail
themselves of secondary education he thonght
the endowment might be applied in providing
scholarships,

The Rector inquired if, in the case of the
gchool being made an elementary schoal,
provision would be made for a pension for the
schoolmaster, Mr Garrett having occupied that
position for over forty years.

The Commissioner : 1 am only telling you of
the difficulty. There is no connection betweon
this endowment and the schoolmaster. This
acheme does not say that you may apply it for
the benefit of a certain school in Romaldkirk,
1f it did it would only be a natural thing that
some part of the endowment should be applied
for the pnrposes of a pension.

Mr Helmer : The very fact of {his school
being built by the founder is evidence.

The Commisgsioner : That is one of the points
that I want known. 1s there any deed relating
to it ?

Mr Beal : The trustees’ box is full of deeds.
Is iy not ¥

Mr Garrett ; Yes.

Mr Helmer said the schoolmaster’s house
adjoined : there had been a school for 200 or

300 years ; he supposed that that school was
built at the beginning of last century : he

Hasg

thought it was rebuilt after being burat dowa :

bis family had been there for eenturies, and
there was always a school from  time
Immemorial, and there wag no other scheme In
the parish at the timo,

My Garrett : I have been master of it above
forty years, There was a clergyman taught it
at nno time, and it is an endowed school.

Mr ilelmer: Then you wish to know the
bistory of this school, as to how it was founded,
aud for what purpose ?

The lector : 1 think we shail be able to
trace it. '

The Commissoner : 1 hope you will make the
search. If the school was built by the founder
thatis a strong point in your favour. There
is a great deal of mention about Bawes School,
and no meontion of the Romaldkirk School,
oxcept to call it the Lomaldkirk School
Koundation. It tefls you how to carry on the
Lowes School, bat not the Romaldkirk School.

Mpr Helmer : Still that is the scheme—the
Bowes and Rowaldkirk Charity.

The Commissioner said that John Pavkin, of
Lartington, loft money for a “ free school,” and
it was possible that the school wag founded by
him, and, while this latter money was left in
1635, nothing was done till 1686. Mr Oates
added that he did not think they could ngefully
prolong the iuruiry. He had obtained a eon-
siderable amount of valuable information, and
be hoped that he might be able to obtaio still
more, He would be glad i tho Board of
tidueation could assist the trustees to deal
peoperly with that endowment. He thought
tie proper thing for them to do was to suspend
any aetion until they received a communication
from the Board. Was the school term over ?

Mr Beal : Yes. Would you like to make the
researches at onee ?

The Commissioner : 1t is dasirable to clear
the matter up as sooun as possible. ltis a very
pecaliar situation, and, while I quite recoguise
tho faet that the trusteea have acted in good
faith, they have undcoubtedly acted under a
misapprehension.

This closed the inveatization.

{Wo are informed that since the inquiry the
deecd cheat bas been rpened by the trustees,
and that a thorough documentary investi-
gation is in progress. |

The
churchwardens are no longer sworn in by the
Inrd of the mavor's stoward, and the cirele of
Druidieal atones at Rother (or liawthey) Bridge
no longer exists, as they weore pulled down by
some vandals to repair the hridge. The living
of Ravenstonedale was a perpetual curacy
some hundreds of years ago, bat it is now a
full-iledgoed vicarage. The * three-decker ” in
oar church is of exeeptional interest, as, in
addition to the usual three tiery, it contains a
seat * for the parson’s wife." Finally, may 1
say that though we boast of an antiquated
church—and shall keep it im its present
ecoudition as long as we can, in apite of the
modern eraze for *restoration "—we bave a
bright, hearty, modern service, and we work
the parish ou perfectly modern lines. Oar
Church Couneil (and too few parishes of oue
giz» bave cehurch councils) orders all things
amically aod well, and parson and people are
caraeful  to work with—not against—one
