The Work of the Red Cross Fociefy.

To the Editor cf tho © Tecadale Mercury.”

REAR EIR.- I aw constantly asked to explaio
the work of the Red Crosa Bociety, After the
lesscne 'earnt in the Sonth African War the
Red Crovs Bocloty was organisod lnits preuenl
form to glve supplementary nid to the paval
and mill*ary anthorities for tbe sick and
wounded in timo of war. Queen Alexiudra
bzs always taken the greatost intorest in the
work, nod men ard women have bean patient!y
tralnicg for some yeara in first aid avd noraing,
and the handlivg of wounded. Now the
various detachmenta formed uader the distriet
representatives stand n* adteation uztil callnd
upin, a8 they are cfficially reoszniaed ag
forming part of the Terricorial defenco gabame,
At a Jater stage convalcocent hospitils il be
nesded : that {8, homee edapted to secoiva and
purse those casee abie to leave the Territarial
hospi*als and eclear them for the saversly
wounded. The socizty bas thess bospitals and
tumea already noted, aod #lio number of beds
availablo.

The Hed OCresa ageeccies alsc ai presont
aseist by donalivos of mouoey 1o provide
material snd proeura comiorts for the
sick and wouaded soldiers. Workiog partics
are beiog organised in esch centre, a
committee of ladies giviog ont patterns of the
most noeded garments, aad giviog advice to
tho many willing belpers. Girls ecan knit
goarves, ceps acd socks, whilst their brotbers
make stretchers, bed reste, apliots, soft
slippers and oanvas kit-bags. Work can be
placed wish the blind at Bradfourd, or other
charitable icstitutions azd iuduseries, and
convents, also with women requiring work to
support their families, The wealthy in placing
thego orders can help twe-loJd—both the Red
Cross and the workers. Flanoelsite ghould be
avoided, men's day slirts to be medo of hbski
or datk grey ; aleo the kpitted scarves. Bocks
should ba in natural wool to avold tho dye
gtainirg the feet. The Japancee durirg their
war asked for socks without hecls, as heelg
wore cul quickly. A straight piece sbouid be
knitted to the toe. Ido not koow if English
goldiera prefor adopting this. A fow well-made
garments of good materisl are better than a
quaatity of inferior make.

When ready the contributiors f whatever
kind of work should be clarsified, the number
of garmonta marked cutside each parcel, znd
the name of the centre and the workerg added.
Thesa shonld be asent to the disdriet repres:n-
tstive, who will forward to headqunarters
everytbiog not needed by the local detachment
for its work., The Bt Jobn's Ambulance
Brigade are organised in the same way, aud
they are working in harmony with the Red
Croas,

The 8uldiers’ and Sailors' Families
Assoclation, for which Queen Alcxsndra also
appeala, Las branches sll over Bogland, each
distrios hiavieg a president, & Ascintery, 8
trearnrer, and & comwmittce oI ladice. They,
too, ask for grrments for mothers acd childrer,
gnd it is worked en wuch the eame lines, The
garments shuuld be sent in clzssified, and
labelled with the name of the centre and the
worker, and the the thicgs pot roquired
loeally are sent ito headquarters, to bo
distributed in more popunlated places as
needed. So those who wish to help their
ecountry oan either erochot a baby's socks or
koit & prir for the father vo active mexvien.—
