FREE ADVICE TO OUR READERS.

While much attention is ri%htly being
directed towards wsecuring employment for
the balance of fit and disabled officers and
men still out of employment, too little is
known abont what is done for the disabled
men whose condition of Thealth does not
permit them to undertake any of the ordin-
ary courses of industrial training. Before
the disabled men are fit to undertake the
intensive traininE provided by the Minis-
try of Labour they are under the care of
the Ministry of Pensions. The most recent
.development made for men in  the initial
-stages of invalidity is the provieionm of con-
surrent medical ftreatment and training.
This work is carried out in comvalescent
centres, of which there are already four in
full working order, and three more convales.
cent centres will be provided in the future.
Officers havesone centre for their accommeo-
dation, and arrangemecnts have been made
with other institutions for their reception.

Ag the Prime Minister pointed out the
-other day, “the difficulty of re-absorbing the
millions of brave men who gallantly gave
their services in the hour of crisis into the
industrial life of the community is admit.
todly very great, and there are obvious
limits to the scope of Governmeut action.
The note of voluntary helpfulness has found
-expression ir the excellent work of the
iocal War Pensions Committee. An appeal
has already been made to individuals to act
as “podfathers” and * godmothers” to men
who stand in need of a sense of personal in-
terest in their affairs. An effort already
boen made to mobilise voluntary workers in
thir direction, and both the Minister of
Lahour and the Minister of Pensions intend
to do all they can to further encourage these
imlividual eflorts. -

Owing probably to the enormous extent
to whick Government responsibility had to
be increased during - the war period, there
has, I suggest, grown up a tendency to look
upon the State as the universal provider of
aﬂo our needs. Citizens, however, have in-
dividual respounsibilities, as well as righis
and privileges. Life is 30 arranged that we
are all inter-dependent the one on the other,
and what happens to the other fellow js a
real concern of ours. There is, I am sure, a
well of inexhaustible helpfulness in  the
warm-hearted patriotic spirit of the nation,
You who have the ability and the time can
express it by letting the War Pensions Com-
mittee of your area know that you aro ready
to become a “godfather'” to a man who feels
that he is “down and out.” There is some-

" thing you can do now.

Whoever we are and whatever we do, the
apirit of the time demands that in all our
decisiona and undertakings we should con.
sider natioval interests. Strikes and ru-
mours of atrikes are in the air again, and

this sort  thing breeds the worst imagin-
able atmosphere for ex-Service men who
have re-settled, especially thoze in small

ousinesses of their ewn. The resuits of any
big strike would he so disastrous to the
workers in general that the calling of such
a strike as, say, that of coal miners could
not he justified before the bar of public
opinion. The right course to pursue is to
tefer all matters of dispute to arbitration,
and to abide by the result, Discipline is as
nevessaty to-day as it was in the days of
active service. I look to Mr. Lleyd George
as my C.U0. in national affairs, and if yom
do the same you need unot worry about your
leadership. - . _— . R

l FATHER’S ACCUSATION.
REMARKABLE LETTER LEFT BY
SUICIDE.

“I am mnow going 'to solve the great
problem, and if I accuse you of being my
murderer I shall not be far out.”

This passage in o letter stated to have
been written by Menry James Hirst, of
White 1llart Hotel, Battersea, to his son,
was read at the inquest on the father, who
committed suicide by coal-gas poisoning.

The letter continued: “You have accused
me of Leing mad. Perhaps I am, but not
mad enongh to go on like this any wnger.
- You came here uninvited, and I
sgreed to let bygones be bygones. How
have you treated me’ . . I can eonly
aee the workhouse in front of me if this
goes on.

Arthur George Hirst, the son referred to,
said he had been carrying on his father's
business, and bad recently borrowed £50 to
pay betting debts, bui ke iutended to repay
the money.

Recording a verdiet of “Suicide whilst of
unzound mind,” the coroner remarked that
the son could not be entirely exonerated, as
bhe had been “unkind and impatient.”

DANGEROUS DRUGS.

ENDEAVOUR TC PUT A STOP TO THE
DRUG HABIT.

The Dangerons Drugs Act, which is mnow
1n force, 1s desigued to put a stop to the
drug habit, which bhas grewn rapdiy in the
lasat few years.

In future licences will be required for the
wumport and export of opium, medicinal
uvpinm,  morphia,  cocaine, diamorphine
(heroin), and ecgonine.

The prohibition also extends to salts of
morphine, diamorphine, cocaine, ecgonine,
and preparations or extracts in which these
drugs are used.

Import licenxces will be
Home Office and export licences by the
Board of Trade, and holders of import
liccnees under the cocaive ang opium  pro-
clamatior will be required fo apply for new
licences.

London and Liverpool are the only ports
through which raw opium may be imported
and exported, while the manufacture, sale,
or possession of opium prepared for smoking
iy prohibited.

CORONER BELIEVED THE GIRL

A verdict of murder against a single girl,
Maud Elizabeth Jeffery, was returned at an
mquest at Poplar om her 13-months-old
child.

BOLSHEVISTS RETREAT IN
DISORDER.

On the south coast of the Caspian the
British forces at Kazvin have again moved
forward and re-entered Menjil.

This movement was the result of an ad-

vance by the Persian Cossacks under Starcs-
selski, who re-captured Menjil.
At Rustamabad (15 miles north of Men-
jil) the Bolshevists resisied stubbornly in a
strongly prepared position, but have now
been defeated with a loss of 122 prisoners,
and are retreating in disorder towards
Resht.
