A NURSE'S F A L L . 

L A D T O F GOOD F A M I L Y SENT TO IN­
E B R I A T E S ' H O M E . 

At Brighton, Beatrice Bell (26), a nurse, 
was ordered to be sent to Brentry In-
cbriates' Home for two years as an habitual 
drunkard. I t was stated she belongs to a 
good family. 

Bell appealed to the magistrates for a 
term of imprisonment instead, and said she 
had firmly resolved to live down her deplor­
able past. 

Twenty-three convictions were recorded 
against her, chiefly for drunkenness. She 
had been sent to an inebriates' home, and 
had been in almost every infirmary in Lon­
don. 

The prisoner received the magistrates' de­
cision with the declaration: " I shall not 
stay there ten minutes." She clung to the 
rails of the dock, and had to be forcibly re 
moved. I n the cells she became very vio­
lent, and smashed everything she could lay 
hands upon. 

S A F E DEPOSITS UNDER FLOOR. 

H U G E H A U L O F T R E A S U R Y N O T E S . 

How the sum of .£4,360 in Bank of E n g . 
land and Treasury notes was found under 
the floor of a house was described at Tower 
Bridge Police-court. 

There Percy John Hodge (30), of Hath-
way-road, West Croydon, and Albert Thoma-
eon (37), of Englefield-road, Dalston, were 
charged together with stealing and receiv­
ing a quantity of platinum and palladium 
sponge (powder), vale .£2,000, the property 
»f the Mond Nickel Company, L t d . , Hodge's 
employers. 

Detective-inspector Casleton said that 
Hodge was arrested, and when Thoma6ori 
was visited at his home and told this and 
that search would be made for the stolen 
property, ho took the officers to a bedroom, 
and, lifting a board in the floor, brought 
out a box containing .£4,360 in notes. 

I t was stated that both men had made 
certain communications to the police. A 
remand was ordered, bail being refused. 

F U S E EXPLOSION. 

L A B O U R E R S U C C U M B S T O A C C I D E N T 
A T W O O L W I C H A R S E N A L . 

A fuse which blew out was produced at a 
Lewisham inquest on Harold Edward 
Fulkes (25), a Lewisham labourer, who had 
been employed at Woolwich Arsenal since 
December, 1915. I t was stated that the man 
had suffered from neurasthenia. 

His widow said that on December 22 on 
coming home from work he complained ol 
suffering from the effects of a fuse explosion. 

A foreman 6aid they had broken down 
195,000 fuses of the same type at the 
Arsenal during the last five months, and 
this was the first which had exploded. 

A verdict of "Accidental death" was re­
turned.

M E S S R S . C A D B U R T ' S U N E M P L O Y ­
M E N T I N S U R A N C E F U N D . 

I t is of interest to record that an Unem­
ployment Insurance Fund has been insti­
tuted by Messrs. Cadbury Brothers at their 
ivorks at Bournville. The fund is non-con­
tributory, and the income is based on the 

I tonnage of goods sold, -a few pence per ton 
j being considered sufficient to provide for all 
\ the unemployment which is likely to occur. 
I t is hoped that when trade is good a strong 
fund wiil be built up available for lean 
years. 

The benefits provided are:— 
22s. per week for married men for 6 

weeks, and 
l i s . per week for the second 6 weeks. 
16s. per week for single men and women 

for 6 weeks, and 
8s. per week for the second 6 weeks. 

For all men and women over 21 who have 
been in the employ of the firm for 2 
years. 

Proportionate reduction is made for those 
who have lesser service or who are under 
21. « 

Speaking generally, the conditions will be 
in addition to, and the same as for, the 
State unemployment scheme. The scheme, 
which is to run for five years, is to be sub­
ject to the consideration of the Works Coun­
cils from time to time. 

.£5,000 has already been placed to the 
credit of the fund as an initial sum. 

Formerly librarian of Chichester Cathe­
dral , the Rev. Prebendary Cecil Deedes, 
who recently resigned the living of St. Mar­
t in and St. Olive, Chichester, died, aged 76. 

The fire which broke out on the char­
tered Cunard steamer Navarino, while on 
a voyag* from New York to Rotterdam, and 
necessitated her being beached at Queens-
town, has been extinguished. 

VEILED THREATS. 

GERMANY O B J E C T S TO F U R T H E R 

DISARMAMENT. I 

UNEMPLOYED B A T T L E 

Germany lja1? hinted to the Allies that 
further war tapparatioin payments may be 
made impossible if all the disarmament con­
ditions have "to be carried out, 6ays the 
"Daily Graphic." 

The G e n u a * Government is stated to have 
informed the;'-British Charge d'Affaires at 
Berlin that iii the event of the Allies being 
unable to accept the refusal of the German 
Government tp disband certain military for­
mations, Germany would disavow the views 
on reparations expressed by the German 
delegates at the recent Brussels Confereijqe. 
The British Foreign Office, however, up S to 
that time had not received any such report 
from Berlin. 

Germany's objection to further Hisarriia-
ment was discussed at a protracted sittUig 
of the Cabinet. Lord d'Abernon, British 
Ambassador at Berlin, called at 10, Down-
ing-street during the meeting of the Cabi­
net. 

Lord d'Abernon, who has been attending 
the meeting o£ the Financial Commission 
sitting at Brussels, came specially to Lon­
don to re]>ort *» the Premier and his col­
leagues more fully than could be done in 
dispatches his views on the existing ^itua-
tion. Field-Marshal Sir Henry Wilson was 
also in consultation. 

A semi-official statement issued in Paris 
states that under the Spa agreement of July 
9 Germany promised the immediate disar­
mament of the Citizens' Guard and the 
Security Policer: , 

In various Notes the German Government 
expressed inability to carry out certain oi 
the demands for di.-armanient, especially in 
reference to tBe civic guards of Bavaria and 
East Prussia, Sowing to possible internal dis­
orders and, the> Bolshevist menace

P O L I C E C H A R G E C R O W D W I T H 
BATONS. 

With drawn batons, mounted and foot 
police charged a crowd of 1,000 unemployed 
i t Islington and made several arrests, 
reporUs the "Daily Graphic.',' There were a 
number of casualties. J 

The men, who represented the unemployed 
in Willesden, St. Pancras, Stepney, Poplar, 
Islington, Acton, Lambeth, and other Lon­
don boroughs, also the Stepney branch oi 
the National Union of ex-Service Men, had 
narched with bands playing and flags flying 
from St. Pancras to Islington. 

They passed the disused library from 
which unemployed were recently ejected, 
»nd found police posted at the windows. 
1'hey then marched to the town hall, which 
was similarly guarded, and sent in a depu­
tation to the authorities. 

h The result was apparently unsatisfactory, 
for the men attempted to rush the hall, but 
the police repelied them. Attack and 
counter-attack continued for nearly an hour 
before the police finally drew their batons 
and dispersed the crowd. 

The Mayor of Islington (Councillor E . 
King) stated afterwards that the demonstra­
tors were not genuine unemployed, but un-
smployables. Some of them had been offered 
work by the borough council, but had de­
clined it. "Everything possible is being 
done for the genuine unemployed," he 
added, "and I refuse to be intimidated by 
Ihese people."

After battling for 75 days against Allan-
tic gales in futile efforts to reach the West 
Indies, the Norwegian barque Sirdal, bound 
from Christiansand to Barbados, was forced 
to seek shelter in Queenstown in a battered 
:ondition, with the crew siek and exhausted 
by fatigue and constant exposure, and with 
tho loss of a man who was killed in falling 
from aloft in a gale. 

The vessel left Christiansand in ballast on 
October 22. When in raid-Atlantic violent 
southerly gales drove her as far north as the 
roast of Labrador, and later to the coast of 
Iceland, says the "Daily Graphic." 

With her starboard rail frequently undei 
water there was grave danger of the vessel 
:apsizing, and with the crew no longer 
capable of giving sufficient help the captain 
abandoned the voyage and made for Queens-
town. 

BETt lMANN-HOLLWEG DEAD. 

The death is announced from Berlin of 
flcrr von Bethmann-Hollweg, who was Ger­
man Chancellor at the time of the outbreak 
af war. 

Bethmann-Hollweg was the fifth of the 
Imperial Chancellors, and when he was 
elected in 100'J he was hailed as a "Kaiser-
man," a type of official after the very heart 
of William of Ilohenz-ollern. 

His contempt for the Reichstag was 
supreme, and he earned the distinction of 
baving several votes of censure passed upon 
him. 

He will always go down to history as the 
author of the phrase "the scrap of paper*'— 
his contemptuous reference to the treaties 
when justifying the German invasion of 
Belgium. He was the Kaiser's popular ad­
viser during the war, and the revolution 
brought about his downfall. 

V A N D E R B I L T MILLIONS. 

Five million dollars (abont .£1,332,000) is 
left to Consnelo Duchess of Marlborough by 
her father, the late Mr. William K . Vander-
bilt, the American millionaire and racehorse 
owner. 

Mr. Vandcrbilt left 2,500,000 dollars, free 
»f all charges, to the trustees of a marriage 
settlement of the duchess, and a further 
2,500,000 dollars on trust for her and her 
issue. A million dollars (about jE266,00Qi 
to each grandson—the Marquess of Bland-
ford, Lord Ivor Churchill and William Ri» 

•sam Vanderbilt. 
Tho remainder of his estate he left to his 

two sons, William and Harold Vanderbilt. 
The estate in America is valued at "mole 
than 1,000,000 dollars," in England at, 
.£3,193, and, it is estimated, in France at 
"up to 100,000,000 dollars" 

T E A C H E R S ' S A L A R I E S . 

P R O P O S E D N E W S C H E M E U N A C C E P T -
A B L K TO B O A R D O F E D U C A T I O N . 

The increases in teachers' salaries, recom­
mended in the report by Lord liurnham's 
Committee, have not been endorsed by Mr 
H . A. L . Fisher, President of the Board of 
Education. 

Mr. Fisher, in a letter to Lord Burnliam. 
after a reference to the grave anxiety as to 
tho financial position of the country, says 
that he cannot commit the Chancellor of tno 
Exchequer "in a matter of such large finan­
cial importance" without careful considera­
tion of the results of the Committee's 
labours. 

N E W S P A P E R OWNER'S DEATH. 

Mr. C . D. Leng, 59, one of the proprie­
tors of the " Sheffield Daily Telegraph" and 
allied journals, was found dead in his room, 
apparently as the result of a seizure. The 
elder son of the late Sir William Leng, he 
was one of the most prominent figures in 
English newspaper circles. 

£18,000 FOR S E I Z E D LAND. 

.£18,000 compensation has been awarded to 
trustees of the late Sir C. W. Strickland, 
Bart . , for 638 acres of land acquired com-
ipulsorily for Bridlington's town-planning 
scheme. An extra ,£300 was awarded for 
"sporting value." 

The trustees had claimed .£26,543.
