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statement is made that by a fu.ll or
partially national scheme of electrifica-
tion 55 millions of the 80 million tons of
coal used in the United Kingdom
annually for the production of power
could be saved, representing a cash
saving of 27 million pounds sterling,
while by-products and the reduction in
the cost of transport and distribution
would bring this saving up to 100
millions stefling. It is admitted that the
cheapest means of applying power to
industry is the electric motor, neither
can it be denied that electricity is the
power of the future. Of course it should
be seen to that vested interests suffer no
financial loss, and then the full enter-
prise might proceed peacefully and
rapidly. Come it certainly will. Other
countries are moving in the same
direction. With regard to local lighting,
a capable engineer has expressed the
view that the scheme should be overhead,
covering all the villages in the Tees
Valley, including Gainford, but it should
always be borne in mind that the develop-
ment of electricity in this country has
been hitherto seriously hindered by the
excessive number and smallness of
the various undertakings. It has been

 made clear that the average generating

capacity is now 5,000 horse-power, which
is only about one-thirteenth the capacity
of a power station of proved economical
size, but the contemplated scheme
provides for laying down throughout the
United Kingdom, as we have said, main
trunk lines fed by thirteen great power
stations. ,

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TO-MORROW’S CEREMONY.

UNVEILING THE MONUMENT IN
THE MUSEUM PARK.

On behalf of Licutcnaut-Colonel K. J. W.
Leather, C.B.E., and the officers of the 4th
Baitalion the Durhuia Light Infavtry, we arz
asked to extend a cordial invitation to the
ihabitants of Barnard Castle and the ncigh-
bourhood to attend to-morrow's unv iling and
dedication of & memorial erected to t! ¢ memory
of the officers, non-comissioned oilicers and
men of the battalion who lost their lives in the
European War, 1914-1918. The foundation of
the 4th Battalion was the famous old South
Duarham Militia, whose headquarters were at
Barnard Castle. The County Militia first
mustered in 1616,though the earlies$ record we
have of a nilitia, or domestic force, in Euglan@,
is 11 Anglo Saxon times. It was by a militia
that King Harold defcated the Norwegian
invaders at Stamford Bridge, in Yorkshire ; and
it was a militia that, less than a week after-
wards, met the Normans, under DukeWilliam,
at Hastings, and, after contending for a whole
day against the most practised warriors of
YKurope, succumbed at last: the proud title of
“ Conqueror "' falling to the Norman leader.
Many towusmen shared the fortunes of the
militia, and the subsequent history of the 4th
Battalion is associatcd with the military career
of numerous local families.

The base of the memorial is of Stainton
stone, octagonal in form, and in four courses.
Upon the uppermost course is superimposed a
large block of Clipsham stone, carved on one
side with the Durham Light Infantry Badge,
aud on the other with a laurel wreath surround-
ing the following inscription : *“ To all ranks of
the old Barnard Castle Militia, 4th Duorham
Light Infantry, who died for their country.
August, 1914, November, 1918." From the
block springs a slender octagonal shaft of the
same stone, terminating in a decorated cross,
upon the front of which is carved a figure of
Christ crucified, and on the other side a group
of the Virgin and Infant Jesus. The diameter
of the base is elevon feet, and the total height
of the memorial is 22 feet. The whole of
the cost of the erection of this striking and
very beautiful work is being borne by the
officers of the regiment whose heroic services
it commemorates.

A guard of honour will be formed by the
depot of the Durham Light Infantry and the
Cadet Corps from thhe North Eastern County
School—a platoon of cach ; and it has appro-
priately fallen to the lot of Honorary Sergeant
William Heslop, Coronation-street, who was
born in the 68th Durham Line Regiment, at
Limerick—in which battalion higs father served
21 years, and was afterwards 25 years on the
staff of the Militia—will place a wreath on the
memorial ou behalf of the battalion. Sergt.
Heslop himself served 49 years and nine
months in the old Militia, and shared the
forturnes of the regiment in the South African
War,

Colonel Briggs arrives to-day, and will be
present at the ceremony. Colonel Sowerby
and Colonel Grimshawe, it is feared, will not
be able to attend. The opening hvmn will
be, ¢ For all the saints who from their labours
rest.”

The wemorial will be unveiled by the Lord
Lieutenant of the County, the Earl of Durham,
K.G., P.C., G.C.V.0., and dedicated by the
Right Reverend the Lord Bishop of Durham,
D.D. Lord Gainford, Chairman of the Museumn
Trustees, it is understood, cannot attend.
The Bishop will plead : Let us remember
these our beloved brethren before God,humbly
relying upon his mercy, in sure and certain
hope of the resurrection to eternal life.
(Silence will be  kept for a space.)
The Bishop will conclude: “ Blessed be Thy
name, O Lord, that it hath pleased Thee to
put it into the hearts of Thy servants to make
this offering to Thy praise and honour. Let
Thy blessing ever rest upon them and their
families. Comfort, we pray Thee, all wilro
mourn with Thy most Holy Spirit, and grant
that they may at length enter into Thy uuend-
ing joy, through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

Brigadier-General H. Conyers Surtees, C.B.,
C M.G., D.S.0., will hand over the memorial
to the safe keeping of the Trustees of theBowes
Muscum ; and Mr J. G. Hall, J.P., onc of the
Trustees, will accept it on behalf of the
authorities.

“ Abide with me, fast falls the eventide,”
will be sung.

The Bishop's final prayer: “ Unto Thee, O
God, be praise and thanksgiving for every
splendid deed of our saiiors and soldiers, for
every act of devotion of workers at home.
More especially we praise and bless Thy Holy
Nanie for all those who have been faithful
unto death. Into Thy holy keeping we
commend their souls, beseeching Thee to grant
unto all of us, for whom they died, that their
love and devotion may bear fruit iu us in more
abundant love for others: for the sake of the
great Captain of our salvation, Jesus Christ.”

The “last post” will be sounded by the
buglers of the Durham Light Iufantry, and
the “reveille” by the cadets.

JOHN PEEL’'S GRAVE.

Caldbeck, with its falls and its fells, has an
additional interest for us which, says Sheriff
S. M. Penny in “ The King's Highway,” it
could never have had for Wordsworth. Who
does not ‘‘ken John Peel,” the enthusiastic
huntswman, to whom his farm and all interests
were as nothing, and the song by which his
Caldbeck neighbour, John Woodcock Graves,
a woollen weaver by trade, but like Peel, a
keen huntsman, who emigrated to Tasmania,
has made “the sound of his horn" to be
heard to the ends of the earth ? He is buried
in the churchyard surrounding the substantial
but severely plain parish church of Caldbeck.
The epitaph states that he died on 13th
November 1854, aged 78 years. Ineach of the
two upper corners of the tombstone is carved
a bugle horn on the background of a hunting
crop, and in the eentre, below a funeral urn
and above the inscription, a small hound is
represented.
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CATTLE ORDER WITHDRAWN.

Orders have been made by the Ministry of
Agriculture withdrawing all remaining restrie-
tions on the mwovement and marketing of
animals which were imposed in connection
with the recent outbreaks of foot and mouth
disease in the North Midlands and in York-
shire, and on the importation of Irish animals,

which were imposed on account of outbreaks
of foot and mouth disease in Ireland.

THE DROUGHT OF 1921 IN
LOWER TEESDALE.

A few statistics with reference to the present
drought may intercst some of the readers of
the ¢ Teesdale Meroury.” The shortage of the
rainfall began with February. January, 1921,
was the wettest Januvary (excepting only 1913
with 4:94 inches) for over 13 years, tlie amount
registered being 4:70 inches. It was followed
by a very dry February, ouly 0'11 inches of
rain falling, and this in such minute driblets
as to be practically a negligible quantity.
March, with 1-46 inches, was a low fall for the
time of the year, aud with April we got back
again to the drought, ouly 0-82 inches being
registered and most of this in small showers,
which the wind quickly dried up. May, with
1:56 iuches, followed. the lowest May record
for 7 years, and then came June with barely
057 inches, mostly small showers soon dried
up by the wind and sun. Hence the total
rainfall for the first six months of the year is
ouly 922 iochies, against an average of 14:02
for 10 years. If, howcver, we leave out the
month of January, the total up to the end of
Junc is only 452 iuches, against 13-65 inches
last year for the same period. Thus we had
more rain in January than iu the five succeed-
ing months. Owing to the dryness of the
atmosphere therc have been few thunder-
storms. and what is very noticcable this year
is the absence of cracks in the land which
generally accompauy a drought. This I think
can be accouunted for by the dry weather of
the carly spring evaporating a great deal of
the moisture out of the soil before the hot
weather set in, causing the soil to contract
gradually as the moisture left it.  Up to the
time of writing the shortage of water has not
been felt in auything like the same degree as
in the great drought of 1868. I remember
how cattle in mauny places round about this
neighbourhood had to be driven long distances
to water. Water carts, too, were seen all over
the district carting water to many farms and
other houses. However, we may yet see a
similar state of things if rain doesu't come
soon, for to the best of my recollection this
drought started earlier thaun that of 1868, but
that summer was hotter than this one has
been up to the present. A.WM.C
