Communism Raises Its Head. 
H a v i n g scored t w o great t r i u m p h s over the 

Government , Communism is now beginning to 
show i ts hand a l i t t l e moro bo ld ly a l l over the 
count ry . I t successfully interfered to compel 
M r MacDonald to sign the Russian T r e a t y and 
i t c laims to have exer ted such pressure on the 
Government as to forco i t to abandon the 
prosecution of the " Workers ' Week ly . " These 
are t w o notable achievements. I t has secured 
a fur ther , i f smaller, v i c to ry i n B i r m i n g h a m , 
where three men were charged w i t h i n c i t i n g 
people to c o m m i t felony. One of these i n 
addressing a c rowd of unemployed said, " You 
w i l l have to get rifles and bayonets and use 
t h e m where your enemies are. You w i l l get 
no th ing w i t h o u t bloodshed." No doubt th i s is 
the k i n d of s i l ly f ro th t h a t seems to be poured 
f o r t h so easily by Communis t orators, and 
perhaps ought not to be taken too ser iously, 
but when addressed to a large c rowd of 
unemployed and despairing men ( s t i l l w a i t i n g 
for t ha t posit ive remedy for unemployment 
promised them by the Government) i t m i g h t 
easily have provoked a breach of the peace. 
The magistrate found the men g u i l t y and 
required t h e m to find sureties for good 
behaviour or go to prison. 

T h e result of these occurrences a l l over the 
count ry is tha t Communism is no longer 
work ing fu r t ive ly , but is rais ing i ts head and 
defying a u t h o r i t y w i t h an assurance tha t can 
only be due to the belief t h a t po l i t i c a l 
interference w i l l be able to secure i t against the 
consequences of i ts i l legal actions. T h i s 
assurance is conspicuously seen i n Glasgow, 
where large masses of people are open ly 
refusing to pay rent . T h e more moderate 
members of the Labour P a r t y are t r y i n g to 

a r r a n g e an unders tanding w i t h the proper ty 
owners, bu t t he i r efforts are f rus t ra ted by the 
Communists , who inci te the people t o pay 
noth ing . T h e y are del iberately t r y i n g to 
provoke a conflict w i t h the L a w , and to b r i n g 
about t ha t bloodshed they de l ight to t a l k about 
;n thei r speeches, bu t w h i c h they themselves 
would carefully avoid when the conflict came. 

I n th i s connexion i t is in teres t ing to remember 
tha t on Saturday week the Labour Par ty of the 
Barna rd Castle Div is ion made a m i l d " at tack " 
on Ba rna rd Castle t o w n and for the first t i m e 
he ld a demonstrat ion on the Mains . T h e s i l l y 
s tory gained crcdeuce tha t the gates leading to 
th is open space between the t o w n and the r i v e r 
were being barred against the demonstrators . 
As i t happened the workmen of the L o r d of the 
Manor were r epa i r ing the gates i u order to 
prevent cat t le f rom s t raying. T h e gates were 
fu l ly open when the demonstrators appeared, 
aud there was never auy idea of closing t h e m . 
The story, however, shows w h a t a lo t m a y be 
made out of a l i t t l e when i t suits the 
convenience of those who make i t . Careful ly 
watched and held i u check Socialism itself 
cannot do a great deal of ha rm, bu t when i t is 
l i k e l y to lead to Communism and a l l the 
horrors of i ts operations, i t is t imo for a l l a n t i -
Socialists to set the i r teeth and say i t shal l not 
have a chance.

other day to see the large numbers of people 
passing i n and oat of the hoary o ld bu i ld ing , 
bu t one has doubts as to whether the ma jo r i t y 
of Barnard Castle people k n o w rea l ly wha t a 
t ransformat ion has taken place in the in te r io r 
under M r Walton 's d i rec t ion . W h i l e endeavour-
to preserve the in te r io r of the house as i t 
looked when Oliver Cromwel l was entertained 
there b y the leading inhabi tants on a memor­
able n igh t i n September, 1648, M r W a l t o n has 
added a unique collection of curiosities f rom 
a l l par ts of the w o r l d , inc lud ing some relics of 
the Stuar t per iod bear ing d i rec t ly upon the 
t i m e when Ol iver C r o m w e l l ate short cakes 
and sipped b u r n t ale i n the h is tor ic parlour. 

* * * 
A m o n g these relics are a pair of top boots 

said to have been w o r n by " Old N o l l " 
himself . W h i l e the house has been renovated, 
i t s most in teres t ing features have been 
preserved, even to the Roundhead texts painted 
long ago on the walls of the upper sleeping 
apartments . B u t M r Wal ton has had a great 
deal of excavation executed i n the basement, 
and there are as a result some wonderful 
underground apartments opened out, a l l 
requ i r ing to be i l l umina ted i n order to be seen. 
There is the armourer 's chamber. w h i c h may 
date f rom the Tudor t imes when the house 
was first bu i l t , and beyond th is are a number 
of subterranean rooms of w h i c h few knew the 
existence for many years. T h o excavations are 
proceeding, and there seems every p robab i l i ty 
t h a t when they are completed i t w i l l be found 
tha t the house, w h i c h was apparent ly at one 
t i m e the official residence of the T o w n 
Governor, once communicated w i t h other 
places i n the v i c i n i t y . A t the rear of the 
house M r Wal ton has constructed a museum 
and p ic ture gal lery. Altogether Blagroves has 
a t ta ined to some importance, en t i t l i ng Barna rd 
Castle to rank w i t h other places of ant iquar ian 
interest i n the possession of i ts " o ld house."

M r H u g h H a l e y SimpsoD, the eminent 

musician who del ighted us a l l w i t h h is piana-
forte reci ta l i n the W i t b a m H a l l , Barnard 
Castle, last year, has been v i s i t i ng the town 
dur ing his summer vacation f rom the Leipsic 
Conservatoire. M r Simpson who re turns to 
Leipsic about the middle of October, has beon 
prevai led upon to give another rec i ta l i n 
Barnard Castle, and Thursday, October 9 t h , 
has been fixed for i t . M r Simpson, who w i l l 
p lay on his own grand piano, w i l l occupy the 
whole of the programme, preceding each 
selection w i t h a br ief exposit ion of i t . Some 
music of the modern school w i l l be included, 
and Scriabiu and Chopin are among the 
composers whose works w i l l be dipped in to , 
beside some of the compositions of M r Simpson 
himself .

The Marquess of Zet land, who celebrated 
his e ight ie th b i r t hday du r ing the past week 
(says " Anto lycus " in> the Sunday Times) , is 
one of the great t e r r i t o r i a l magnates of 
Yorkshire . H i s home at Aske H a l l , near 
Richmond, is one of the " show places " of the 
N o r t h Rid ing , and i t is here t h a t he passes 
most of his t ime , being but rare ly seen i n 
L o n d o n . A t one t ime , however, he was qu i te 
a keen po l i t i c ian and a very s taunch supporter 
of the late Marquess of Sal isbury, who made 
h i m L o r d - L i e u t e n a n t of I re land , a posit ion 
tha t he filled w i t h very considerable success. 
H i s heir, t he E a r l of Ronaldshay, is one of the 
leading authori t ies on the Middle Eas t at the 
present day, and his name is being very 
p rominen t ly mentioned at the present t i m e as 
a ' possible successor to L o r d Forster as 
Governor-General of Aus t ra l i a i n the ear ly 
par t of nex t year.

I n the Church H a l l at Mick le ton , on Monday 
afternoon, L o r d Glamis opened a bazaar i n a id 
of the fund for the augmentat ion of the benefice 
of L a i t h k i r k , now held by the Rev. J . W . 
Brent . There was a very large attendance, 
the spacious ha l l being crowded. The stalls 
were w e l l laden, aud i t w a s evident tha t a 
determined a t t empt had been made to ensure 
success for the effort, w h i c h was to raise 
sufficient fuuds to jus t i fy substantial grants 
from the Ecclesiastical Commissioners and 
others. T h e opening proceedings were presided 
over by L o r d Rochdale, who was accompanied 
by his daughter, t he H o n . Mrs Maude, wife of 
Colonel Maude, and by his sou, the H o n . John 
Kemp. Moto r ing down from Wommerg i l l 
the pa r ty was received at the entrance to 
the ha l l by a compauy of Scouts f rom Gates­
head, who, w i t h the Rev. Canon Stephenson, 
Rector of Gateshead, are camping i n the 
v ic in i t y , the buglers sounding the general 
salute. Among others present, besides the 
Vicar of L a i t h k i r k , were the Rev. J . E . Cow-
g i l l , Vicar of S ta r t fo r th , and M r s C o w g i l l ; t he 
Rev. F . H . H . L a d e l l , Vicar of Egglestoue ; 
the Rev. J . R. Gardiner, Rector of Rokeby ; 
the Rev. A . W . Sewart , Rector of Br igaa l l , Mrs 
Sewart and Miss Sewar t ; the R e v . H . C. 
Perrot t (Rector of Middle tou) , M r W. H . 
Ralston, J.P.', D r . Beadle, Middle ton , aud Mrs 
Beadle, M r George Hodsman, M r Coll iusou, 
mauagor of the Tees Val ley Water Board, aud 
M r s Colliusou ; M r Calvert , treasurer of the 
Water Board, and Mrs Calver t .

AN I N A D E Q U A T E S T I P E N D . 
L o r d Rochdale, who had a cordial reception, 

said i u opening the proceedings tha t tho object 
of the bazaar was the raisiug of m o n e y for tho 
augmentat ion of the l i v i n g of L a i t h k i r k , and 
he thought i t was a very w o r t h y oue, because 
the benefice was poor, aud i u h i s opiuiou 
en t i re ly inadequate for i t s purpose. I t w a s i u 
the year 1845 tha t L a i t h k i r k was separated 
from the mother par ish of Romaldk i rk , and 
the st ipend allocated to the incumbent was the 
magnificent one of £100 a year. T h a t had 
been augmeuted f r o m t i m e to t i m e , a u d now 
i t amounted to about .£294. Provisional grants 
had beou made b y t h e Ecclesiastical Com­
missioners, bu t these m i g h t a t auy t i m e be 
taken away. T h e parish contained 33,000 
acres, a u d t h e r e were a t t h a t t i m e m o r e t han a 
thousand inhabi tants , a n d so the Commissioners 
made a temporary g r a u t of .£100 p e r annum. 
Now t h a t the populat ion w a s less t han a 
thousand, a l though tho area remained tfie 
same, i t was possible t ha t tho grant m igh t be 
lost. He though t the position w a s very 
unsatisfactory, bu t i f every parishioner con­
t r i bu t ed 4s. the sum of A"200 w h i c h was 
required w o u l d bo raised. The Ecclesiastical 
Commissioners would g ive £500, aud a fur ther 
<£500 would be for thcoming i f the JG200 were 
raised, mak ing a to ta l of j£l,200, or sufficient 
when invested to add ^60 to the v a l u e of the 
l i v i n g . T h e Vicar would then h a v e a stipend 
more substantial . Considering wha t the Vicar 
had to do, i t was not unreasonable tha t he 
should have more iucome, for i t was not r i g h t 
t ha t one who had so much to do should be paid 
less than was paid to a n unski l led labourer. 
H e ( L o r d Rochdale) d i d not know of any j ob 
more diff icult t han a Vicar 's . H e had now to 
introduce to the company one w h o m they 
knew very wel l aud one w h o m ho had known 
for nearly fo r ty years, aud who had t ravel led 
four hundred miles in order to open t h e bazaar. 
H e was sure they w e r e a l l grateful to L o r d 
Glamis for coming. (Applause). He hoped 
..that everyone present would be able to say 
when they reached home wha t ho had heard a 
Laucashire m a n say when he attended a 
bazaar of th is k i n d — ' ' A h bowt wha t A h 
t h o w t aud then A h coined out ." (Laughter and 
applause). 

L O V E Or' L A I T H K I R K . 
L o r d Glamis, who vvas hea r t i ly cheered, 

said i t was t rue, as L o r d Rochdale had s a i d , 
t ha t ho had come 400 miles iu o r d e r to open 
tho bazaar, and he wou ld have l iked to come 
i f he had been a thousand miles away, because 
his heart always l ightened when he stepped 
in to the t r a i n at Kiug 's Cross lor a journey to 
the N o r t h . He supposed the love of the N o r t h 
Country had been bred i u his bones for 
hundreds of years. L a i t h k i r k was oue of the 
largest parishes i u the K ingdom, not so much 
i n the number of i ts popula t ion as iu i t s acreage 
and the long distances between the centres of 
i ts populat ion. T h e Vicar had a great 
responsibi l i ty, for a l though his par ish lay iu a 
most beautiful pa r t of the country he supposed 
the most enthusiastic inhab i tan t wou ld uot 
pretend t h a t the weather was a l l tha t could, be 
desired i u the win te r months . There w a s no 
doubt, cont inued his Lordsh ip , tha t at the 
present t i m e u i u of the most d i s tu rb ing 
elements was the a t t empt being made upon 
rel igion i n general. I t was noticed a l l over 
the wor ld , and i t was therefore the du ty of a l l 
who belonged to the Established C h u r c h to 
uphold i ts s t rength aud d ign i ty ; and he d id 
not t h i n k there w a s a bet ter way of doing tha t 
than by t r y i n g to a d d to the strength aud 
d ign i ty of the represeutative of t h e C h u r c h i n 
the parish. (Applause). S u c h an object w a s 
w o r t h y of their best endeavour, and for t h a t 
reason he had pleasure i n declaring the bazaar 
open. (Applause). 

F U T U R E VICARS W I L L B K N K F I T . 
T h e Rev. J . W . B r e n t , Vicar , i u moving a 

vote of thanks to t h e i r Lordships , s a i d t ha t 
when he heard f rom the Secretary of the 
Board of Finance w h a t the proposal w a s he 
thought i t was impossible to r a i s e .£200 i u the 
parish i n order to obtaiu the other grants, bu t 
he felt he had no r i g h t to refuse to m a k e t h e 
effort because the m a t t e r was uot m e r e l y oue 
by w h i c h he would benefit personally, bu t oue 
which would benefit those w h o should come 
after h i m . I t was impossible l or incumbents 
w i t h s u c h slender incomes to s e n d t h e i r sous 
to school and col lege, aud t h a t w a s one reason 
w h y there was s u c h a shortage of candidates 
for ordinat ion. S o he brought the m a t t e r 
before his parochial church council a t F a s t e r 
last year, aud i t was decided to m a k e t h i s 
effort to raise funds. T h e result of t h a t effort 
could be seen tha t d a y i n the w e l l - l a d e n s ta l l s . 

M r W . Dent , H i g h Greeu, c h u r c h w a r d e n , 
seconded the vote of thanks, w h i c h w a s hear t i ly 
passed. 

D u r i n g the afternoon the s c h o o l c h i l d r e n 
gave a del ight ful s e r i e s of country dances , 
aud a display of Swedish d r i l l , e tc . , by the 
Boy Scouts added great ly to t h e interest ing 
programme.

As a dialect ical 
word i t may be met w i t h iu parts of D u r h a m , 
Cumberland, Westmor land, Lancashire and 
the N o r t h R id ing of Yorksh i re . I t appears 
u n d e r different forms, v iz . , j i k e , j y k e , gike aud 
gyke, the general meaning of the word being 
" to croak or squeak." aud i n th i s respect i t is 
especially applied to footwear, as for example : 
" H i s shoes j i k e . " I t is also used i n speaking 
of chairs, tables, etc., whose jo inings are begin­
ning to loosen. T h e word does not often 
appear in p r i n t , aud is not found ei ther i u 
" T h e Glossary of Teesdale W o r d s " or " T b e 
Glossary of N o r t h R i d i n g W o r d s " (Blake-
borough). T h e or ig in of the w o r d seems to be 
obscure, bu t i t is probably a l l ied to the word 
" g ig , " w h i c h also means " to creak," especially 
i n reference to a door when the hinges need 
o i l ing . T h i s wo rd is met w i t h i n other parts 
of Yorkshire i n the forms of jeeg and j i g s . — I

S I R , — I am afraid Baldersdale cannot c la im 
to be the bir thplace of the work " j i k e " or 
" j y k e . " I t is common i u the County of 
Westmorland a n d possibly i n Cumber land . I t 
is interest ing to tiud the subject of disappear­
ing words brought fo rward . T h e p r e s e n t 
generation does uot know w h a t treasures of 
expression are being lost t h rough disuse. 
" J y k e " means m u c h w h i c h cau scarcely be 
compassed b y auy siugle word , a s i t is much 
more than squeak. T h i s is fel t when au 
ind iv idua l goes late in to church aud his boots 
a r e not paid for : they " j y k e ' ; aud probably 
the door " j y k e s " also. I a m unable to give 
tho der ivat ion of the w o r d . 

Another disappearing word , the meaning of 
w h i c h wou ld take a t least hal f a dozen 
sentences to e x p r e s s , is " fe t t le ." The s a m e 
r e m a r k applies to " feckless," au e p i t h e t applied 
to a porsou who is u s e l e s s — a u i nd iv idua l who 
has no " uouse ." A n d w h e r e is the m o d e m 
equivalent of " f ra tch , " less t h a n quarrel ing, 
a u d m o r e t han " chuuter iug on " ? A boy is 
" l i s h " w h e n he is " n imble on h i s pins," aud 
h i s par i uts a r e " fashed " when he w i l l uot 
c o m e i n at nights .
