HOUSEBREAKING NEAR BOWES. 
Yesterday afternoon, at a special s i t t i ng of 

the Greta Bridgo magistrates, W i l l i a m T h o m ­
son (21), alias Horace Wi l l i ams , was charged 
ou a war ran t w i t h having feloniously broken 
in to the dwelling-house, K i l m o n d Cottage, 
Bowes, and stolen therefrom one pair of 
trousers aud a sum of money from a chi ld 's 
money box, belonging to Frederick Guy, on 
June 28th.

Returning home at 8 p .m. she 
found a pane of glass broken in one of tbe 
wiudows on the ground floor and there were 
footpriuts ou the s i l l . Cal l ing her husband 
who was work iug iu an adjoining field, she 
entered the house w i t h h i m and found tha t i t 
had been broken open, drawers and boxes 
having been ransacked and tbe contents s trewn 
about the rooms. A pair of trousers were 
missing. The child 's money-box on a k i t chen 
shelf had been broken open and s i lver and 
copper extracted. T w o or three pennies were 
missing from the dresser shelf. 

Freder ick Guy, farmer, K i l m o n d Cottage, 
Bowes, said the missing trousers were those 
tha t the accused was now wearing aud he 
valued them at X I , 

Police-constable Wood, Bowes, said he 
obtained a description of a strange man seen 
in the neighbourhood and traced h i m to Bowes, 
where be learned tha t a man had stopped a 
motor car and asked for a l i f t , being taken to 
Brough. He telephoned to tbe police at 
Brough and Appleby, aud later iearued tha t 
tbe prisoner had been arrested at the la t ter 
place wearing the missing trousers. Prisoner 
was brought to S tar t for th , aud, when charged, 
said : " I admi t I broke in to the house and 
took the trousers, but I only got ninepence;
