It may be true that the secondary
schools which retain their scholars until they
are at least sixteen supply in some measure
the supplewentary teaching which the ordinary
elementary school cannot provide, and to a
great extent, therefore, since all secondary
schoolivg in Durham County is now free, we
are more advanced than we were a decade or
two ago, but it does seem n pity that those
young people who for a variety of reasons
have been unable to take ndvantage of extra
traivivg should be content to thiuk™ that
having passed through the elementary sehool
there is no need to trouble further about
learning. Is it beecause the subjects are
unattractive or Lecanse evening class students
must take the whole of a scrics of subjects or
pone of thew, aud those who cauvot take the
whole are debarred from taking any of them ?
