The adjudi-
cator thought the winner not only sang th 
song but also acted as his own conductor

!rand: In a more serious note Dr. Armstrong 
added-that Mr Bowe entered into the spirit 
of a performance whi•h had a sense of tait ■ 
and character. The runner-up, Mr Kilding, 
was praised for his well controlled effo. 
full of quality which was most enjoyable. 

An oddity of the festival came to the to 
when East Wilton Church Choir. in the 
chanting class, introducing some boys and 
girls into their choir.

The President, idt his closing remarks, 
feelingly referred to the loss of MISS Penny-
man, of Masham, which was all the more 
tragic as khe was training one of the 
Masham choirs. 

Dr Wood 'thanked all who had made the 
festival an outstanding success, especially 
the adjudicator. whom he hoped would 
come again to rAlluiate ; the secretary, 
treasurer, iaatform marshals, Miss Knight, 
the official accompanist, and many others 
who had done really good work, and they 
had always been favoured with an apprecia-
tive audience to support them.

But having planted good 
seed and manured generously, don't try to " save " 
on after cultivations. 

Cultivate well after plants are up 
Harrow — using only light harrows — when 
plants are well through. This does very little 
damage to strong plants and saves hand-
hoeing. Many good growers harrow again 
when plants are taller. 

Earth or " bill " up well 
Horse-hoe before earthing up, when haulm 
is beginning to spread across rows. Three-
row ridger saves much time and labour, but 
a ridging plough may be used. Breadth or 
width of ridge is more important than height ; 
ideal is semi-circular rather than inverted 
" V ". Good ridging protects tubers against 
greening and blight.
