Battalion. Durham Light Infantry 
had been marched into Brancepeth 
Castle on Sunday dtor the last' time, 
(buglers of the regiment mounted 
the ramparts and sounded a fan­
fare. Senior officers said they be­
lieved it was the first time such a 
ceremony had been enacted.

Tlie colours were taken to 
Brancepeth Castle, the regimental 
depot, after 3.000 people from all 
parts of the county had attended a 
Durham Cathedral service to bid 
farewell to tile battalion, which is 
disbanding. It was raised in 1839 
in' India.

In  some ways, the marching of 
the colours through the archway of 
the castle was the most moving of 
the observance. Lieut.^Gen. Sir 
Terence Airey, standing on a small 
dais on the forecourt, gave permis­
sion to the battalion commanding 
officer. Lt.-Col. Murk Leather, for 
the colours to be marched off.

The band, standing on the lawn, 
struck up “ Auld Lang Syne ” as 
the colour party. Lieut. A. McL. 
Watson, 2/Lieut. K. J .  Percy, 
Sergt. Major Pratt. Colour Sergts. 
Jordan and MoIJurnie, slow-marched 
the colours past the battalion, lin- 
in\r the castle approaches with 
arms at the present.

Colours on Altar.

T urning past General Airey, the 
party passed under the archway and 
as the colours disappeared the bund 
played softer and softer until people 
standing on the outskirts of the 
crowd could scarcely hear it. The 
colour^ passed out of sight and 
there was complete silence.

The battalion had travelled from 
Durham to Branoepeth in lorries. 
Many of the people who attended 
the cathedral service accompanied 
them in oars. Others greeted the 
battalion for the last time when it 
marched to the cathedral. Before 
the service began, the colour jparty 
moved forwtard to" the sanctuary, 
where the Dean (the Very Rev. J. 
H . S. Wild) received the colours 
and placed them on* the altar.

The lessons were read by the 
Bishop of J  arrow (the R t. IW . J.
