last Wednesday, is especially worthy of note. In-
deed the “Knights of the Cleaver” appeared to
have vied in excelling each other, and where all
was so good it is no easy task to decade the
premier position. Mr James Peacock exhibited a
prime four-year-old ox, which was fed by Mr T.
Byers, of South Thorpe. The animal weighed
about ninety stones, and was well fed. Mr Pea-
cock also showed some classical Scotch wether
mutton fed by Mr S. Rowlandson, of KArkby
Stephen, in addition to some grand heifer beef.
Suckling pigs, dairy-fed pork, geese, ducks,
chickens, turkeys, and tongues completed the
array, which was, indeed, an excellent show.
Messrs. R. Arrowsmlth and Son were not a
whit behind in their display, which comprehended
the carcase of a grand three-year-old ox, upwards
of ninety stones in weight, which was fed by Mr
H. C. Howard, of Greystoke Castle; two prime
Highland kyloes, fed by Sir Talbot Constable,
Bart.,, of Scargill Lodge; four-year-old Scotch
wethers, fed by Mr G. Amos, of Marwood; six
fallow deer from Raby Castle, dairy-fed pork,
and game of every description besides turkeys
and geese. Mr Robert Thomas, jun., of Cotiher-
stone, showed a really splendid heifer, which was
fed by Lord Boyne, of Brancepeth Castle, and
it is undoubtedly due to this pushing young
tradesman that he made a very excellent show,
and his grand wether mutton attracted no less
attention than his neatly-cut beef.

DEATH OF LIEUTENANT-COLONEL

MORLEY HEADLAM
MILITARY FUNERAL AT BOWES

On Thursday, Liet-Cod. Morley Headiam, of
sthe College, Durham, and of Gilmonby Hall, in
the North Riding of Yorkshire, succumbed to
an illness from which he had been under treat-
ment for some time past. Colonel Headilam was
the third son of the Ven. J. Headilam, Arch-
deacon of Richmond, and was bom in 1822
He married Louisa Kate, daughter of Mr C.
Beamish, by whom he leaves a large family,
and his eldest son, John Emerson Headilam, will
be of age next year. Col. Headiam was thus a
younger brother of the Right Hon. Thos. Emer-
son Headiam, who was Liberal representative for
the borough of Newcastle for over a quarter of
a century, dating from his first election in 1847,
and also Judge-Advocate Generali. As a public
man in the North-Riding of Yorkshire and in
(the district of Barnard Castle deceased was
noted as a hard worker, and although rarely
included amongst the speakers at any gathering
he took part in, where sound practical counsel
was required he was never behind hand in furnish-
ing the best aid. Thus his appointment as an
Inspector of Works under the Drainage and
